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control. It is diffioult to express the amount of work on
Fluse whioh was done in Berlin in terms of percentage. How-
ever, the design work vas carried out in detail for every
phase of the missile. This design work was perforsed only
on the basis of theoretical caloulationa and assuaptions.

For example, one of the assumptions was that it would be pos-
sible to oontrol the combustion aloag a length of 1.5 to 2
meters, or that it would be possible to achieve given lift
coeffioiente with the provisionally asaigned dimensions.
Should laboratory testa later have shown that the oonditions
were more favorable or less favorable, we would then have had
to make the necessary changes in the design. This phase of
an assignment would have been classified as "“Vorprojekt" in
Gormany, and I think that the Soviets termed this phase of a
project "eskigzsniy projekt" (phonetic spelling). This phase
is distinguished from the more advanced phase in which ex-
perimental data are applied to the design.

Aotually, however, the Fluse work in Gema had progressed be~
yond what is normally "eskissniy projectk™, for we aoctually
prepared some detailed drewings which permitted the workshop
conatruction of these parte.

The Miniestry, M.8.Kh.K, never issued any bonuses. I base

this on the fact that the German spscialists in Obranovka

(fuse plant) who also were assigned to the Ministry, M.S.Kh.N.,
did not receive bonuses oither. This does not mean that the
Ministry issued no bonuses at all but only that Cerman special-
ists received none. The Soviet engineers at Design Bureau No. 3
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did on oocasions receive such subsidies. Dotalls as to whom
and for what, I ocannot remembder, The sums involved were not
very large; I think it amounted to a fraation of the monthly
salary of the partioular engineer.
