I THE POLITICAL SITUATION
A. THE COQMMUNIST PARTY,
The Socislistic Compstitions not Popular Sny more.

On November 23rd 1960 took place in Rige the gonsultation of sghock

- worksrs and working brigades of Latvian Communist working people. At

this gathering there took part approximately 500 of the so-called

*Scouts of the Puture", and, of course, the ususl Fleiad of Comruniet
high‘brass without whom none of the greater -extent gatherings is im-
agineble . /See10igs Ho.279, 1960/. The main speaker was H.Gridbkov,
Second Becrapary of the CGAtraICpmmittae of Latvian cbumnnig;/P%rty.
and he mostly spoke af_out the problem how to raise ths work produc-
,ttgity, i.e. the production iteelf, too. The contents of his speech
maée it c¢lear that great defigienoiee are gtill hampering the worck “
itself and also the prdductioﬁ's volume. The principdl mesns of ex-
ploitaetion of workins people - the so-called " socialistic competi-
tions" seem to be n-ot too popular in Latvia, since only " around
165 of working poople” did perticipate there.
Mrs. Purceva at the meeping of the Latvian Communist Party Activiess.
Comrndﬂ;J,Furceza,mémber of the Presidium of the Central Committee
of the All=Union Communist Party, stayed in Riga for aeveral days.
bn December 26th, there took place the meeting of the activists of
the Latvian Compunist Party at which rore than 1200 Party members

participated. The agenda of this meeting contained decisions adopted
by the Universal Communist Congress'that took plaoe in Moscow; f.e.
the”méssase 4ssued by fhis congress. The mein speaker at the above-

mqntioned-neeting was comrade J.furceva.
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Bhe pointed out that the most charactéristic tralt of ocur times
is the fact that the socilalistic system becomes ths most docisivé
factor for the development of the human gociety. The communists are

. fighting for " the liberation of the netions from the imperialiat yo-
‘ke. exploitation and for the liquidaticnéof colonislismeeec." " The co-
mmanists ere struggling for peace, national independence, democracy
end socialisms" / Ciga of Necerber 27th,1960./

After having shouted out the usual Communist propaganda slogans,
Mrs, Furceva dealt with tasks to be fulfilled by the Latvian Commu~
nist Party. These tasks were clear as day light - the Seven Year Plan
should be fulfilled before its deadline.

There ig no doubt that Furceva's visit to Riga was connected with
certain failures to implement the Seven Year Plan in latvia. Her duty
was alsc to strengthen ths new course of the latvian Communist Party
which is now being introduced after the great purges that started in
1959 and still have n_ot been discontinued in Soviet Latvia.

Latvian Comzunist Farty snalysing the econowic conditions.

On Jenuvary 29th took place in Riga the meoting of the active o

Latvian Communist Party attended by 1300 persons. In his speech-report

Mr.A,Pelée, First SBecretary of the Central Committee of Latv. Comm.
Party, characterized the true life and economic conditions in Soviet
Latvia, This epeach is being now partly quoted as it appeared 1n

Cipa No.26 gf January 31,1961l. ".... Yet, the results achieved during
the last year cannot satiisfy us. One must admit that our republic
has not fully exploited sll its chances snd possibilities. On.the,
all-republican scale the production of milk has increased only by 2%;
we not only have fuiled to fulfill our obligations but even have not
secured the fulfilment of the milk-production plan. 306 kolkhoses

" and soykhezes / or one third of the total‘number. R&ppe/ have not-

fulfilled their obligations with regard to the yield of milk.
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So, for instance, the average yield of milk in the district of Talsi
per one cow has decreased by 39 kg. and 15.2% of cows have been dis-
qualified without any Justification / slaughtered for meat.Rapp./
Only two kolkhdzes of this district have fulfilled their pledges...
The increase of numbers of cows in Latvia has éonatderab;y slowed
down during the last years.... 14.5% of cows on the all-prepublican
scale have been sold to be slaypghtered. Likewlse, one dosas not breed
cattle, 4% M“t of the kolkhozes and sovkhozes are ‘wasting too much
of tﬁe expensive fodder and work for the production of milk.... Aleea-
dy today we do not have enough of fodder, litter, stalls and sties
and milking mashines.... ¥sny koljhozes have irrespgsibly fulfilled
their obligations with regard to meat-productionse.. They have thought
lessly teken upon themselves some obligations which they even do not
think to fulfil. We hsve to struggle for the honor of the Party...
During the last year the kolkhozes and sovkhozes of our republic pur-
chased from the population ca. 142,000 calves for fattening but
could not fulfil this plan and thus £atpening of 50,000 calves had to
be left for the current year.... We pledged ourselves to prudeuse
70,000 gﬁ.of zoat but wers sble to produce 49,200 tons only. During
the last yesar the kolkhozes and sovkhozes had been able to fatten
one million of pigs but the result was only 563,000 pig6...The pro-
duction of mutton has decreased though there exist in our republic
all possiblities for.breeding of shqep.... The agricultursl products
cost us t00 muchi: 80,0.8. the producfion cost of one cnt.of milk
during the last year was 8.33 rubles; ten egge cost us 44'kopﬁcka;
one cnt, 0of goose meat was to be had for 77.5 rubles.... ¥ithout any
Justification we have decreased the production of grain. In the dis-‘
trict of Dobele the acreage under cereals has decressed by 1,500
hectares, in the district of Bauska -~ by 3000 ha., in,Velki - by
800 ha. end Jelgava - by 2000 hectares / all of the mentioned dist~
danmutﬁndmptw the best grain producers during the era of.indepen-
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The lset year's harvest gsve us only 40% of the grain necessary for
our needs....Minister of Agriculture, comrade Hikonov, is to be blam-
ed for this, he has proved to be incapable to lead Latvian egricul-
ture.... There are hany deficiencles what regards cultivation of In-
dian corn.... More sugar-beets should be cultivated...Likewieé, we
should pay more attention to cattle~breading and during the current
Year this is a 1504 task in comparison with the year 1960... The most
pert of pastures hae overgrown with dbushes, has turned into bogs ané
theréfore only partly used for pastures... during this year we have
to recultivate 75 to 80 thous. hectarés or’neglected and weed~overg-
rown paatﬁres... The poteto harvest is not staqzie and is low... The
fields are not harvested in time and mueh of grain remaine on the
fields during the winter... Our republic has failed for several years
congecutively to fulfil the production of flex... Among the actual

problems of the agricultural development that of the scientific re-
gearch for furthering of agriculture has been Rept aloof... There is
shortage of agricultural machiues... people are_étill toiling with
their hands.... The sovkhozes are workihg with a deficit...In many
ddstricts fusing of kolkhozes has proved to bs a failure and is caus-
ing losses..« The role of the agricultutal specialists should be enler
ged. Today we have 6812 speclialists among whom there ere only 1108

- greduates of schools for higher education.

The £ifth plenum of the Central Committee of Latv.Comm,Party took
place in Riga, March 29th and 30th,196l. Two items were on the agenda:
Og%okntion of the next regular congress of the lLatv. Comm. Party and
questions pertaining to the work of the Central Committee of the
Letvien Communist Party of conmcern to fulfilment of Jamuary 1961
decisions adopted by the Central Committee of the All-Union Communisgt
Party with regard to agricultural problems. It was decided. to convokl'
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the XVIII Congress of lLatvien Communigt Party in Riga on Sept.26th,
1961. This conggess 1s supposed to prepere materials for the All-Unionm
Communist Party Congress / the 23rd/ scheduled to convene in Moscéw.
October, 1961.

An extensive report pertinent to the second item of the asgenda wase
delivered by .‘\..:f!lé-’;' Firgt Secretery of the Central Committee of Lat~
vian Communist Party. The principsl pert of this report deslt with
the "sins" of Lstvian sovkhozniks, kolkhozniks. end local lesders of
Letvian Com-unist Party in connection with failures of Latvian sgricu-
lture during the last year. The report contsined slso some interesting
figures, “ So, for insatnce, there are serious deficiencies in the
construction plsme in the kolkhozee. Buring the last year the kolkho-
zes rfulfilled only 63% of the byre-construction plsn, or 50% of the
sheds for young cattle. The plan for the conetruction of houses has
been fulfilled only 87%. On the all~republican scale the kolkhozes .
and sovkhoses have sold and delivered only 78% of milk, but the dist-
ricts of ILudza snd Preili - only ©64%. The percentags was 67 in the
district of vil}ani, and that of the district of Razekne was 86. Buch
deficienciss should be eliminated“. /Ciga No.77, 1961./

As a surprise came the joint meeting of varicus jouths organizati-
cns in Xiga, Tebr.l4th, where, together with the xopresentatbivaes of
the FKomscmol, porticipated also delegutes of other jﬂutns organizat-~
ions / ca.500 delegutes eltogether / and their decision was to estab=-
lish the Letvian JER Committee for Youtks Crgerizetions / See: CIgs
No.49 of 1961/.

‘needs of the Soviet Union proper. This is the most striking example
of the colonial exploitation andtherefore one should not wonder that
the private séétor is celling to the state only about one third of
its produce but the rest is sold on the local markets or consumed by
the producers themselves. Also this may be qualified as a kind of a
resistance sgainst the communist regime displayed by the once free

farmers of Latvia,and adversaries of the collectivization system, as

well.

Capital Construction.

Capital investments made by the stote bwe inoreased in compari-
son,ﬁith 1§59; In the chemical industry 2.9 times; machine-construce-
tion ~1,5 times; timber, paper and wood-working industries - by 56%;

/while the éellulose and paper industry has 1ncreaéed_the capital in-
vestment by 2.1 timeéﬁ Again, there is nothing else but the result
of a colonial exploitation because the paper industry is using only
Letvian raw materials. In 1960 e new high-tension electric line was
bulit between Narva and Riga / The Baltic VRES/ and the camstruction

It is also evident from the survey that "there are serious difi-
clencies in the organizing of the construction and assembling works
and this is the reason why the construction of some very important
projects meant for industry, culture and communal exonomy has besn
delayed. Bad quélity's wofk is being tolerated in the conétruction
of apartment houses as well as 1h repairing of the apartments belong~
ing to the Soviet apsrtment fund". Thus also in the fidd of construc-
‘tion the matters axre bad, but the most important thing is that there
is8 in Soviet ILatvia a chronical shortage of living gpace,

welfare, and cultural needs.
The population of Latvian SSR has increased by 45,000 persons

during 1960 and now / as per Jan.lst,1961/ is over 2,155,000 pers.

The natural increase is being estimated to be 11,000 persons a year
and this moens that during the last year 35,000 Russians have been
infiltrated., Furthermore, a statement has been made that the numbers
of workers snd white collar workers employed in Latviap atate efonomy
during 1960 have increased by 7% in comparison with the year 1959.
and now have reeched 720,000 persons. All those employed have to
work now only 7 imxkmmnixmf or 6 hours daily, and the working week

is only 5 days. All workers and office employees n8%8 received at
least 2 weeks of paid vacations. Income tax for workers and white
collar'workers has been abolished on Oct.1st,1960, but we know too
well thet there are many ways of indirect baxation in the Soviet
Union. This reform applies only to wages and galaries.

The total of savings has exceeded 100 million rubles and the
number of investors hse reached half a million. The population is
buying now / & funny statement/ more of food and other wares.
Hovever. the demand for soms items from the category of consumers

goods has not yet been satisfied in Latvis, The aasortﬁﬁéi and
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quality of some goods not always {it the customer's taste or demands,

293,000 students and pupils are attending Latvian schools during
the current academic year.

among them 22,000 studying in schools for higher education. 48,000
persons are stdying in evening schools.

Latvian agriculture under the yoke qf_-_-.colonialism.

At the plenum of the All-Union Communist Psrty's Central Comm.
Janury 12th which mostly had been dealing with agricultursl
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a speech was also delivered by A.Peld¢ Lhe First Secretary of the
Central Committee of the Latvian Communist FParty. This apeech gives
us a good picture of the conditions prevailing in Boviet latvian ag-
riculture and its complete dependency on Moscow. Here we have gome

During the
last year 306 sovkhozes and kolkhoses / i.e., one quarter.Rapp./ had
not been able to fulfil their norms or have loat 50,000 tons of milk

During the five
monthe when cattle is grasing we must produce 61% of milk but the

Therefore we have un-
successful pupils and many childr;n do not graduate aﬁ all. ¥uch of

the prelimivary work should be done before the transition to the new

'aystem: 470 olaeéroome. 550 scientific studles and 260 working shops
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This work...e. should be done by our own forces". The rapporteur gave
an example by quoting the achievemnte reached by the kolkhozniks of the
Krﬁstpila district, who " during the last years while using the local
resources / the kolkhozes and local organlzations/ have built 4 schools
for 920 pupils, 2 boarding schools and 5 houées for teachersq / This
is & rather sad statement: in abountry where everything is sup|osed
to be delivered by the State, the impoverished kolkhozﬁiks are forced
to take care of construction of the schodl bu-1ldings.Rapp./. Purther
the speaker made the following étatement:“ The numbers of evening -~
echools hasg rapidly increased where the working youths are getting
their education, The day-schools are being graduslly converted into
those of ;roductive training. During fhe year in 180 highschoolsv/out
of 276, among which 26 are boarding-schools/ production-training 1is
being extended to more than 11,000 students./ who have £BeFg kg work
_than to learn.Rapp./ The evening-schools' specific weight {s constaent-
1y incressing. More than 25,000 youths are lear.ning in these schools
this year... Great deficiencies hnie been observed in the ruarl eveh-
ing 8chools... During the last years there have been opened in our re-
public 26 boarding-schools for 5077 pupils. During the Beven Year Plan
it has been scheduled to open 65 boarding-schools for 18,000 pupils.

- The aystem of extended school-days has proved to be en imprtant meas-

ure usefuld for education. During this academic year we have approxi-
mately 250 of such groups comprising ca. 8000 pupils.In Riga has been
opened a school having extended number of school days." ‘
This part of the report shows us how the Latvian Yyouths have been
fenced in to be able to get education. "Overtime® class hours, evening

schools and, finally, boarding-schools / nurseries of the new commu-

nist generation/ exe a rather characferlstic traits for sll what the

bave to endure in their way to higher education,
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Further the spesker gave his instructions to the teachers while
saying:" Unfortunately, there are deficlenices in the educational work
of some of the schools. Tha principal factor determining the fdeolo-
gical education is the ideological and Marxist prepuredness... There-
fore, the task of every teacher is to widen the volume of his idologi~
cal asnd political knowledge. Particular attention should be paid to
the inculcation of the lLeniniet spirit of friendship amonmg the Soviet
nations,eand that of the intermational soclelism. The students should
be explained....the brotherly communizty af the interests and aims of
the Soviet nations. The common struggle of the Latvian and Russian na-
tions and their cultural relations im the past, the unselfish assist-
snce rendered by the great Russian nationk,as iell a8 other bretiherly
nations to the national economy of the Soviet latvia - thosé are the
themse that should be mastered during the lessons or studies during

the out of school hours."
This is one the meanest assertions ever made by the occupants.lat-

viene have never had any cultural ties with the Russisns and what the
speaker said is nothing else but a pure communist imagination., And at
the eame tims the communist henchmen are trying to persuade by all
.means that no Ruseification is being carried out in Iatvial

Spesking about the construction of school buildings, V.Kromigs was
forced to asdmit that " the construction schedule does not setisfy us.
¥any schools are working in two shifts. In accordance with the new
construction plam 90% of all schools should have only one working
shift by 1965 but in 1968 sil schools should have 1it*,

In bhis lecture A.4itmenis, First Secretary of the Centr., Comm. of
Latvian Comm. Party, besides the usual summons to contribute towards
the communist construction work, mentioned some characteristic fig-
ures / See:Ciga of December 29th,1960 / : "Now, approximately 20,000
teachers are working in our republic,/35% of them ehving higher
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education/. imong them there are 3900 members of Komsomol. It meens
that each fifth teacher is a member of Komgomol... There sre 15,000
Komsomom~members in the 700 Komsomol organizations for pupils and stu-
dents ... More than 93,500 young leninisteé heve been united in the pio-
neer organizations of our recublic... During the last summer more than
22,000 pupils snd over 1200/%%%%Q§%%1n3 rest in 39 pioneer camps belong
ing to the Trade Unions and 12 campe for work snd relaxation. The vaca-
‘tion period for the ploneers has now besn connected with their partici-
retion in manual work while building kolkhozes and eovlchoaea;.. Yot,
up to the present day we have not solved the jroblem of cadres for the
pioneer camps, where very often are working occasionsl workers having
no pedagogicai education... For the time being we have in our republic

this grest number of pupils on;y 224000 had been given the oprortunity

to have vacations and rest during the last summer. Maybe the lucky

Alnew school subject in soviet Latvian schools.

A new subject - "Elements of the Political Knowlsdge" will be intro-

duced in Soviet achools next academic year 1961/62, Already during the
current year th4s subject has been tentatively intrbduced in geven
Latvian schools, i.e. 3 Riga.secoddary schools, 2 schools for working
youths and the Augstkalne eecondary school at Dobele. The new coﬁree
comprises " importeunt theorétical questions helping to discover the
economic and philosophic foundations of the Commnist ¥eltanschauung,
principies of the histofical materialism and dialegtics" and "gives
omportent knowledge of the socialistic economy and.principles of
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education of tomorrow's man'". Furhtermore, it has been pointe.d out
that " the béaic programs of the politicel knowledge have been tightly
connected with actual events, policy of the Party and Soviet Gosrnment
and struggle for the fulfilment of the Seven Year Flan."

What is the actual genre of this subject and method could be obtaine
ed frbm the experience and examples gathered at the Augstkalne school
that pemitted to use the themes prepsred by its students and entitled
like "Liberation movement of the African nations" or "Unemployment in
the USA", ae lectures in the neighbouring kolkhozes and sovkhoees.
And, of course, the thesis like “The Achievements of the Chinese FPeople
Republic" should not be forgotten,but it would be in vain to find
smong these themes something pertaining to the comstruction of communis
in Letvie or Soviet Union itself. Thus we have to come to the conclusi-
on that this new school subject is meant for training of Hoviet youths

And then begsn the attacks sgainst the Ligo Day / on
St, John's Day/ which have never been mentioned by the press though
the reopls have been celebrating this day eecretiy risking & punishment
The communists did introduce some new holidays instead but nonme of them
has ever been able to replace the traditiocnsl Ligo nay!

Clga of ¥ay 10th,1961, dedicated a WhOIthage to praising of Russian
langhage. The papr says that " Latvians are,indeed, happy having been
on friendly terms with the Russian language and the great Russian na-~
tion since time immemorial. The Russisn langaage is not to them & fore
eign Isnguage but this is the lenguage of their friends end defendors,
- the 1aﬁguago of the common fight for freedom... ¥We need Ruasian lan~
guage more than any bther... Not evnry/bodi is capable of learning
languages but let us remember that no etrorte.or tigw should be epared
to paster it." Further the feature says that the Russian language is
the most progressive of the tongues, and a language that shouldzﬁsfae-

riously expected to bocome the lengnage of the future." /Underlined .

there. But at the seme time there iq a shorﬁage of such epecialists
in Latvia herself, Yet, the local needs should be forgotten when the
occupants! eim ie nothing elea but the exploitation,

200 Latvian youthe heve again been sent to Northern Kazakhstan from
Latvia on May 25th, according to Radio Rigas and Padbmju Jaunatne No.
101, 1961. The first party of youths came from Liepaja, Daugavpils and
Jelgava. 35 communist youths left from Liepijes, 23 -from“Jéléava and
22« from Daugavﬁils. All of them have e certain trade mmx® snd they are
17 to 19 yesrs old, in other worlds children. All of them have gradust-
ed from gome kind of techhical scool, and it ahwmld be noted that the
graduation exems have been arranged prior to.regular schedule, as this
is the case with Daugavpils. It is not a secret that there is a shor-
tage of hands in Latvis herself, and this particularly ap;lies to speci
alists but despite this the Russian colonial regime takes into consi-
deration only ite own requirements. This is again & squandering of
Latvian lifes for the needs of the Muscovite empire because this time
it is obvioua that the Latvidm youths sre leaving thaeir homeland for
good. to stay their entire life in;the virgin lands, and only a few of
them might be lucky enough to escape or to return home.

CIns No.131l of 1961 reported that on June 3rd,1961, “the regular

tute of Medicine snd 8 nurses. It seems that only Z among them are Ru-
gsians. Thus hle deportation of "volunteers-enthusiasts” ie being con-

tinued under the dieguise of providing them with work in the remote

areas of the USHR.

According to Iiteratura un Miksla of April 8,1961, it appears that
V.Seuleakalns has been kicked out of the Soviet Latvian Asam. of Writer
but V.Melnis has been ousted from all his posts there., Besides it,

e “atrlct Party punishment" was meted out to Riga wfiters J.Jaganév-
skis, V.Altyrtasey and M.Zorin. Both of the latter are Rnwssians and one

should suppose that they were infected by the “Latvian bourgeois na-~
tionalism" to which A.Vogs repeatedly referred in his report. His
speach was dealing with arts and their share got also "the summits of
Latvian white emigrees” who from abroad are sending in to Latvia “ a

plenty of nationalistic literature, letters, various packages" and who
also " take caxe of an inereasing enti-Soviet propaganda.* .
Five Death Sentences in Riga.

The cession of the Latvien SSR Supreme Court took place in Riga,
from March 9th to Aoril 13th,1961, at which was tried the case against
-nine members of the Latvian Ilegion. They were sccused of "treason to
ths homeland", "warfare against partisans in Byelorussis, and mass
murders”. All of the eaid were made POW by Russians towards the end
of the World War IT snd it seems that they had already served their
terms in Biberia. Three among them had been regular army officers in
the old Letvian Army and.they gof the severest puniahmsnts;.It aprears
from the prosecutor’'s. and the chief justice's speechss that thiﬁfféiﬁl
should serve se a sharp waining to all revén/gers_ and war ndnéeisa

war oriminals who managed to stay free". Also it was svident ffom
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hopa that the old times will come back again, i.e. Let¥ia will be free

and independent.
Five of the accused were sentenced to death penalty but the remuin-

ing four were given 15-years' " deprivation of Freedom " sentences.
Yimilar trialg and almost simultaneously, too, took padace in Tallinn,
Egtonia and Vilnius, J;ithuania., Two of the accused were sentenced to
death in Tallinn and the same penalty was given to three persons in
Vilnjus., It should be noted that dfrind the-Téllinn trial wnich took
place prior to the Riga trial, the Russians tried to extradite some
.penaons from tngland and Auatralia, but both of the said countries
refused to do so referring to the 1llegality of Bstnia's incorvoration
into the Soviet Union. On MNay 31st Radio Riga announced that death
sentences have been carried out to five ILatvians, former members of
Latvian Army and Jatvian Leglion who were sentenced during the trial
that took place in Rigs from March 9th to April 13th, Radio Riga algo
mentioned that the Supreme Soviet of Latvian SSR /which i3 nothing
else bdut a pnppet parliament / declined the appeals submitited by the
accused, This mﬁrdering of former Latvbn soldiers is & new barbaric
gct perpetrated by the occupants and belonging to the long chain of
crimes which was begun by the Soviets vhen they in 1941 murdered some
iatvian frontier guerds, and which bhas not yet been interrupteé after .
2lyears of alaughtering of Latvian people. The Riga trial was th& usual
comsunist thatre performance when peﬂplee accused of erimes never co- -
mmited by them are also denied the legal right of a defence councel.
