2, "According to Subject's own statements, he was a member
of the Estonian Political Police during Estonia's independence
and belonged to a special section responsible for the security of
the Estonian President. He managed to hideduring the Soviet
occupation of Estonia (1940-1941), thus escaping arrest and
possible deportation or death. Subject's statement's about his
activities during the German occupation (1941-1944) were vague,
but left the impression that he was cooperating with the German
Security Police (SD) in Tallinn, and that he was very knowledgeable
about their operations during that period. He should be in a
position to furnish considerable information about his co-workers
who belonged to the Estonian Political Police and/or who cooperated
with the Germans afterwards."

3. "There exists the possibility that Subject did not
mention his membership in the Political Police and/or his eventual
cooperation with the Germans when preparing his visa application
for entry into the United States. Accordingly, any approach to
him should be made cautiously with this possibility in mind."
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
