2./ 1ne New Tmigration in Germany

sore t han 11,000 Hubgarian refugees have found new homes
in vest Germany since November 1,195€. Among them about £0C stu-
dents. Approximaetely another four thousand are expected tc come in -
the near future according to present official plans. This is not
an unusual evert fur a ccuntry where every fifth person is refugee,
and where mecre tharn 300,707 perssne snnually seek safety.

For the past two months gifts and contributions for
Hungary apd its refugees have poured intc cullecting centres from
every corner of iest Germany. Government offices and public agencies
have been deluged with letters offering homes to the refugees. '
Often these letters cocme frcem people whe are themselves refugees.

Voluntary emergency action dy industry, industrial orga-
nizaticne and trade schocls had lined up countless jub and trailn-
ing opnortunities for the fefugees before the first one arrived.
Processing through reception camps moved sc swiftly that as of today
nearly two~-thirds of the 11.0C0 refugees are already at work or
in training and established in new homes. .he remainder are expct-
ed to be similarly placed in the near future. 1hey are entitled to
the same social insurance ard pension rights as all German citigens.
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The Red Cross is orsanizing specialized services to i
promote the gpeedy integraticn of the refugees into German life.
Hungutian language newspapers are being set up for those whe do
nnt read Cermar, Germar lenguage clas-es have been organizedi and 4
the vunior "ed Croes is developing a special friendship program
for Hunygsrisn children. Tn additicn, the I[rterreticnal Cracing '
Service ci the el (1ross hes estadblished 2 rewistratiin ard

T wculd like tc sum up ry impressi.ns as follovs:

Strasshurg has been vell chosen for setting up thie 6om-
mittee because the Council of Turone held its neeting there at
the savn time, thus 211 Turcrean nstions (15) were repr-sented.
S¢ the Comnittee had the possibility tc contact nreominent poli-
ticians and to find the way t¢ the Council thrcugh them. As the
Hungarian revolutionhs hiighly estimated by all Zurcpean ccuntries
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it was nct difficult to win a great part of these personalities
for their cause. Therefore the Committee got a certain moral help
and is trying to get some financisl aid from these countries. ;
without this help the organization would not be sble to work

. in the future. is I was told, there were chiefly French sources
which helped the Committee until now,

One of the aims of the Committee is to be attached to
the Suropean Council in Strassburg as was Austria before having ,
been acfepted as member of this Council. Mr.Raksinyi, secretary-
genersl of the Committee, told me in Paris that there will be
difficulties to attain this aim beceuse the Statutes of the
Council have to be changed for this purpose.

In other words it was a good start but I was told as
well in Paris from French sources as in Boon from German M.P.'s
that they were surprised about the composition of the Committee
having members who collaborated with the Communiste in Hungary.
They all underlined the necessity that bhoth emigratioms should
be represented in one Committee otherwise it would be difficult
to deal with the Hungarian problems. Iverybody with whom I
talked about thisz question highly estimstes the outstanding
importance of the Hungarian revolution in which one part of the
new emigration was involved but is also aware of the great value
of the work carried out by the first emigration. It was especi-
ally Countess E,Finkenstein, ¥.P. in Bonn and Strassburg, who
is charged to deal with the Hungarisn problem - who asked me
intensively to find an adequate solution for the common work
betwesn the old and new emigration.

4./ Radio Free Eurcpe

As I reported in my former Monthly Reports the RPE hse
b ~n accused,of Germar side, of having made rash promises which
led to the outbreak of the Hungarian uprising, and more partic-
ulariy of having promised the insurgents armed forces from the
West.

s I am informed by a M.P. the result of the investiga=
tion has been submitted to Parlisment. Chancellor Adenauer,
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in his last press-conference spoke favcurably about RFE, 80
this question seems to be setiled. I am also informed that my
report which I submitted in Lhis case tc the Ministry for
Toreign Affairs, has been cited in Lhe report to Perlisment.

S5/ Germany and Fast furcpe

Sincr the events in Nungary, -ermuny is more and more
interested in the Tast lLurcpean question and it is looking
forward with interest to the establishment of the ACEZIN Delega-
tion in Bonn.

It is the same reason whicn is influencing German poli-
ticlans to strive to get Germuny to be accepted as member of
ACEK or at leust as otuer crganigzaticns are associated to it.
1hey hope to find closer contact tc the East Eurcpean countries
through ACiN. I reported about this question directly to
mr.xasens, the chairman of ACEN.

Here I want to mention the question of the planned
organizaetion of the "East European Front"., I taelked this
vuestion over agzein vwith the gentlemen who tcok the inftiative
to svart this idea. They are very ezsger to de this work with
the eim tc unite the refugees of the different Zaet luropean
countries for the common cause. They think that the clcser tha
conteet of these groups is, the more it would be able to help
the reofuyees in their work for thelr countries by lectures,
informaticn, [ropa:ganda, cte. ‘

Chancellor Adenauer ard the aiinlister for Foreign Affairs
ur.von Brentano, both underlined in their recently held speech-
. @8 about foreign policy, the heroic struggle of Hungary ir the
last months, ccndemning at the same time the brutal interves tiomn
of Soviet Luseia. Both pcliticians are convinced that the events
in Hungery opened the eyes of everybody in tre whclie world
about Soviet Russia. On tae other side they think, Russis is
decided to do all that is in her power to avoid the dimssolution
of the Fastern Block of the Satellite countries. Germany must
be careful in handling the Eastern problems.
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I finally L to mention the conclusion of a lecture
held by Prof. Dr.vzéglwe, chief of department in the Ministry

for Foreign Affuirs, saying: tﬁe'fecent events in Eest Europe
make it probable thst the muintenance of the Soviet Satellitee

System merely by armed forces, will be untenable on the long
run.

In next days a special session for external questions
will take place in rarliament.
