
4. Pnssible Subjects of Interest to General Heusinger:

Th5I best possible indications of General Heusinger's interest and the points
which he may wish to raise with the DCI revolve around West German defense
planning, most particularly the various reports to the effect that the U.S.A.
envisages a reduction in its West German forces in view of the increase in
the size and capability of the Hundeswehr. There are no other specific
points that appear obvious from current State or NIIHAU traffic.
