1. According to RNMELLATE a decision vas reached recently to establish
a "military ocemoittee" in the U.S. composed of the smaller NATO nations and
***lichen/ have the NATO Standing Committee under it. Reportedly this decision
sae reached in Washington during the last NATO Chiefs of Staff Conference. This
committee runs parallel to the Speak Ccumittes.

2. Admiral Tedford originally went along with the view expressed by some
Chiefs of Staff that the smaller nations should participate in the Standing -
Committee. However he reportedly reversed himself and agreed with the suggestion
by the Germs Chief of Stiff that a military committee should be appointed,
cooposed of representatives of the smaller nations. The Military Committee will
be headed bra four.star General from one of the smaller nations who will servo as
rotating Chairman for a tes.yeer tire.

3. A decision will be made this fall as to 	 be the first Chairmen.
HUMELLATE thinks it willgo to either the Chief of Staff of Canada or the
Netherlands. Reportedly the German Chief of Staffbmpes to became Chairmen of
the Unitary Committee in late 1959 or early 1960, following the first Chairman
to be appointed late this year.
