Today Fieri has become one of the coumtry’'s
largest, industrial ceniers. Erected there are

In comparison with the pre-war level

. agrickltural production has been increased more

than three times over and the erea of culti~
yated Jand has beén doubled. Thanks to the
lend reclamstion and irrigation works cons-
tructed- so far, thére have been reclalmed and
tmproved about 200.000 hectares of land and
the irrigation capacity, by the end of the
year 1968, reached more than 240.000 hectares
ay ngaimt only 20.000 in 1938, At present,
thers are 10500 tractors (in terms of 15 HF)
at work on our fields as against 30 al! told
before liberation. Nowadays Albania ranks
among the developed countries with regard to
the use of chemical fertilizers' which were
not even known in this country before the
war. In the year 1068 we used an average of
79 kg. of chemical. fertilizers in active sub-
stance per hectare of cultivated land,’ while
fn the -year 1967 Greece used 68 kg., Spain
