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Troa throe Moslems with close oontacis in goverrment circles, two
of whom are well aoquainted with Arab affairs.

Thorougily dissatisfied with the Arsb league, which he describes as "a
disgraceful symbol of Areb betrayal", the Orend Nufti is prooseding with
his own plens for creating 8 new Arsd organisation to supplement and

to superselde the present Lesgue. This new "League of Ared Bations® derives
fros a plan first conceived by the Iraqli Independent Party in July 1946 and
later takea up by certain ireb nationalist who tried without sucosss
to creste 2 "populer Ared National League®. It is designed to give freedon
of sxpression to the Arab nations a5 & cohesive nationality group, whhampered
by such diplomatic and other formalities &2, sccording to the Grend Mufti,
circumscribe the present Ared League. Although still in a formative stage,
8oms progrosd has bsen made in Palestine where the Grand Mufti's Arad
Committee 15 actively ongeged in oponsoring the movement, Instrumental
this work are Jimal al-Din Rusayni, Kusayn Khalidi, Bmile Ghwri, arnd Abmad
BEllmi Pagha. The new srganization's first action will be the defense of
Palestine against "British imperislisa and Zicnist terrorimm".

Tia plan of the Crend Fufti calls for the creation of an independent Arsd
bedy composed of two unfts: :

(a) Majli: :3~Sababah (High Council)
(h) A-Ansar {Coorsdes)
If the Ared Lengue avr fails in its miseion, these two units will on
its work, in accordanse with the "porular® will of the Arab nations, outsids of
the fravmork of thelr goverjments. The eim will be to unify the A
on the principle that “the irabs «re one nation.®

The Majlis al-Sahubah will be omposd of representatives from sach
ration with general leadership ressrved for the Orsnd Mufti, Ite
will bs to appraise the work of the irsb league. It will support the

Arsb Leaguo if the League acts hurescly in the interest of the Ared Nations,
but it will seversly judge any mistalss or vacillation. Then the al~Ansar
tarrorist group will te called into ection.

Pield Comignt: The Grand Mufii has al~eady proposed
Bey Salah 4l-Din of Cairv represent

Zeypt in the Majlis &l-Sehaboh. Calah al-Mn,

Tufdist ex-Ordersecretary of Foreign Affairs, way
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retired because of his political affiliation
and is at present a manager in the Cairo water-
works. The Grand "ufti has recoossended Salsh
al-Din tecause "he is a fearless patriot who
will not submit to the Iritish at any price.”

The duty of al-Ansar is to carry cut the rocommendations of the
1ajlis al-Sshabah. It will be a socret youth organization
recruited from volunteers of all the Arsb mations on the basis

of individual merit, courege, loyalty and dewntion to the Aradb
cause. fembers will not be over 20 years of ape, their
movanents and their names to be Xept secret. Branches for each
Aradb state, divided into cells of five mambers cach, will be
formed. Military drill will be conducted, and the unit is
envigaged as forming the nucleus of a future Arab Aray. Although
it will nave no cfficers, it is provilsd that, upon orders from
the Yajlis al-Sshabsh, unkrown lesders will direct individunl al-
Ansar groups to punish Arab Lesgue officials or other Arsb officials
who do not loyslly discharge their patriotic duties. Doath w11l
be the pendlty for each traitor,
