Holy Quran., God has preseribed for the cure of the 1 that
may befall on humanity, for all times and at all places.

®I offer from this platform my prayers for the sould of
the great leader of Pakistan, late Quaidee-Agzam Mohammed All
Jinnah, and his nobel brethren and martyers of Pakistan,
Indonesia, Afghanistan, Malaya, Egypt, Sudan, China, Turkey,
Turkistan, Arabla, Horéh Africa, Balkan, Caucasus, ﬁlostim
