by visits to the homes of Abdullah YAFI, Ssmi CULH, thence to the AUB hospltal
to visit ABU-DAYYI, and finally to the Beirut office of the AHE. The Mufti
sent messages to the following persons (who arrived for visits as requested),
asking them to visit him at the AHE office:
