Reports and supplements. A desire was expressed to receive more
information from the British in return and particularly to get their

5. General Smith mentioned a request which the NSC Staff was
considering for the preparation of an over-ell estimate on Soviet
capabilities particularly with respect to a direct attack on the
U. S. He pointed out that such an estimate would require a joint
effort between the intelligence agencies and the planners or oper-
ators. It was agreed, however, that a pure intelligence estimate
should be prepared as a point of departure and Dr. Langer was directed
to take whatever steps are appropriate prior to receipt of the NSC
request.

6. Action: Mr. Reber was directed to arrange a meeting of the
IAC deputies to agree on a list of covert requirements in order of
priority, concentrating on specific targets in each of the various
areas. It was agreed that the resources and capabilities of the
covert collectors must be taken into consideration in arriving at
these priority requirements. It was pointed out that Once the
requirements and priorities had been stated the allocation of
resources is entirely a CIA responsibility.

9. Discussion: General Smith stated that CIA was not seeking
the responsibility for coordination of intelligence activities in
Germany but that lie is willing to have General Truscott do the job
if be is requested to do so. He pointed out that the IAC can only
recommend since the final decision under NSCID No. 2 rests with
High Commissioner McCloy or his successor.
