with the sets which we will bury.

2e While in some instances it will be possible to use intelligenee
gathering persomnel who have been trained and made famillar with our
practices during the pressnt stage of events, it is apperent that
emergency acnditions will nedessitate the recrultment of new and dif-
ferent personnel who can accomplish entirely different objectives. It
is strongly urged that consideration be given to the establispment of a
school in Germamy for training of agents for intelligence work, speoirf-
ically on reporting Boviet OB and other strategic information.
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
