PRINCIPLES - THE SCUNDNESS OF WHICH IT IS BELIEVED

l. That each department of Government should have 1ts own
intelligence bureau for the collection and processing of such
information material aé it finds necessary in the actual performance
of deally functions and dutiese. Such a burseau should be under the
sole control of the department head #nd should not be encrosched
upon or impaired by the functions granted any other Government V
intellligence agency.

2« That; in addition to the intellizence unit for each
department, there should be established (for the purnose of 6btain-
ing information upon which long range pollcy could be based) a
national centralized forelgn intelligence agency which should have the
autnority: ‘

(a) To serve all devartments of the Govermment;
(b} To procurs and obteln political, economical,
psychological, technologlcal, soclalogical, military

and other informatlon which mey hear upon the natlional

interest and which has been collected by the different

governmsntal departments or agencles; |
(e¢) To collect, when necessary, suvvlemental informa-
tion either at ita own instance or at the request of any

govermmental department by ovpen or secret means (rom other

and various sources;



(d) Tobintegrate, analyze, process and
dlsseminate, to authorized govermmental agenclas
and officials, intelligence in the form of strategic
interpretive studies.
3e That no exscutive department should be‘permlﬁted . -

to engage in secret intelligence, because secret intelligenoé'covers

all fields, but in a propéer case call upon the central inteiligence'

agency which should be in charge of secrst intelligence.

4. That such an agency should be prohibited4froh.déiryiﬁgtfﬁ 
on clandestine activitlies within the United States, snd should b§ ;{#3"v‘
forbidden any police functions either at home or sbroad. . . ii. -

5. That since the nature of its work requires it to_pa?é -
status, it should be indepsndent of any department of the Govern-{l
ment (since it 1s charged to serve all and must be free of the |
natural bias of an operating department). It should be under é o
director, appointed by the President, and be administered dnder
Presidential direction. -

6. That, subject to the approval of the President, the
policy of such an intelligence service shculéd be determined by £h§ |
director with the advice and assistance of a board on which the' ﬁH
Sscretaries of sState, ‘ar, Navy and Treasury should bs representéd;

7. That this agency, as the sole agency for secret intelli-
gercs, snould be authorized; in the foreign field only; to carry on
servicos such as esplonage, counter-esplionage, and those speclsal
oosrations (including morale and vsycnologicsl) designed Lo anticipate

end counter any attsmpted peonetratior and subversion of our national
