11. For the month of July, CAPELIN was paid sixteen cartons of cigarettes
as salary from us. It has long been known to the case officer that CAPELIN
sells his cigarettes as follows: ‘either at a grocery store neer his house or
at the candy stand of a Ukrainian DP in downtown Munich. He claims that the
sale of these cigarettes is not dangerous because he knows the people he sells
then to'well and has been selling to them for several years,

12, CAPELIN's most valuable reportage of late has been on the political

gtrife betmeen the ZP UHVR and OUN/B. He has written a fifty-page report on

developments in the Ulrainian emigration since October 1948. 'This report is
now in the hands of ] - who is using much of the material for
his study report on the OUN/B. As stated in MUNI=1457, CAPELIN and his wife’
hope to immigrate eventually to the United States, but are willing to stay

in Burope as long as we want them to. The only thing that stands in the way
of their passage is the card in the CIC Central Registry in Stuttgart listing
CAPELIN's association with the German Abwehr.
