were asked of 3udbject to heln estgb]ish his deception uzttern and his
capability to exhibit a more nervous tension. An analysis of the graphs
and irterviews do not indicate attempts at decention by Subject to the
questions asked zlthough all of the reactions to the guestions esked were
not fully resolved. The exaniner made his decision on the bases of the
following facters: :

1. The comnlete absence of the usual exotional nervous tension
asgsociated with a person practicing decertion as exhibited in .
Subjects. 1952 tests.

2. The fact thet Subject is a sensitive iicdium strength reactor and
the test control questions used helped to establish his deception.
