1. The following is submitted for inclusion in the file
of Mario K. GIORDANO (P), Contract Employee, GS-12/4, in lieu
of a formal fitness report on the occasion of his transfer.

2. GIORDANO has been a member of this Unit since its
establishment in July 1964. Throughout this entire period,
his performance consistently has been superior and he maintained
the same high level of productivity during the period of this
report.

3. GIORDANO's contributions to the Unit have been
manifold. He is an accomplished transcriber who constantly
strives to extract the maximum amount of useful information
from his source material. He successfully completed 3
demanding TDYs overseas and willingly worked long hours to
do so. ' In addition, he has maintained the Unit's operational
aids, utilized by all transcribers, in a most meticulous
manner. He also has continued, on his own initiative, to
compile files on a specific area of interest. In recent
months he assisted in the production of a valuable two-
language glossary of intelligence terms.

4. GIORDANO makes use of his language abilities and his
rare background knowledge in his daily work. He approaches
all of his assignments in a serious and mature manner and
carries them out efficiently in exacting detail. GIORDANO
does not require supervision and is completely dependable to
complete each task to the very best of his ability.

5. The transfer of GIORDANO to another element of this
organization was arranged only because he passed the age
limit for this Unit. He is, however, in excellent physical
condition and fit for TDY standby. Unfortunately, despite
his 19 years of service with this organization, he has not
accrued enough Civil Service benefits to permit him to retire
at this time. He did not allow the uncertainties, and often
conflicting information, concerning his future in recent
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months to affect his productivity or excellent work habits.
As expected, he has remained a dedicated and interested
employee to the last day. This remains another example of
his selflessness, devotion and professionalism. GIORDANO
has well earned the respect and admiration of all of his
colleagues and supervisors. He leaves a most desirable
