I hope you have weceived his letter which will give you all the
information.

I am doing quite-well in school. On 22 March we shall
reqei%e our certificates for the third quarter, but thé school year
will end on 1 June. Our elementary school takes 7 years and the
jocondar} school L years, or a totsl of 11 yéars; Two of my
younger brothers attend the Salaspils 7-year échool 3 g:lg_e_ni,js, b L4
who is 15 years old, will finish elementary school in the spring,
but Ramamons /7/,who is 12,will finish the Sth grade in spring.

My father worké as a tailor in a Riga Fashion Workshop, which
gives out work to be done at home, 8o he does not have to go there
‘every day. Mamma helps /him/ to work at home. We live sbout 1%
kilometers from the Salaspils church near the highway to Riga.,
The winter is not very cold this year. The lowest temperature

so far was -25 degrees Centigrade.
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Please, could you send me the address of Janis KONRADS? Perhaps he
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could

send me some Australian stamps which are very hard to get here.
