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STATEMENT CF CESAR UG R

Prom the time of my aprolntaent as technical advizor
for Public Relaticna to the Commanding General of the
Suardia Civil y Policia of Paru in October 1561 - hawing
been appointed by the then President of Peru, Mamel Prado -
until wy Tesignation on September 1, 1568, I received sscret
‘telephone calls from a confidential source with whem, to
thia writing, I have never had physical contact. My con-
tact would get in touch with me Ly teléphone whenever he
would have any informaticn of importance either for the
Peruvian Government or the United States Government.

To the best of my knowledaws, wmy source has naver given
we any false information, thus, I have no reascn to doudt
. the informaticn contained in this statement. I believe
" that he is either Venezuelan, Cuban or Panamanian because
of his Spanish accent. By different tricks on my part I
have come to kmcw that he speaks fluent German, English
and Italian. I strongly suspect that he ia a member of
the German Secret Organizaticn called ODESSA which was
- eatablished in 1987 in Buenos Airesly Hitler's former
secretary Martin Bormamn.

Since the Pall of Peron's Regime ODESSA has found
refuges in Naaser'’a Government in Egypt and is reported to
have a total of 3,087 NAZI members in this organizaticn
under the payroll of the Egyptian Government.

- The first information I received that the ODESSA

given to me at 7:03 PM on July 23, 1963, The information
