May 1951, It points out that, while serving as First Lt, in WWI,
he was taken as a prisoner to the Urals by the Russian Army, then
later joined the White Army, and returned to Hungary. Source believes
Subject to be rightist, and that the Communists were keeping his
relatives (maybe wife ans son) as hostages in Hungary. It was
reported that on January 1953 Subjeect was working in Hungarian
Section of Redio Free Furope, and that Subject can give information
on Hungarian imigration, Agents Notet Area of residence for
