b. The papers made it apparent that the organization (MHBK) was
penetrated by the AVH. However, GliAGLET 1 stated that the penetration
affected only a section controlled by the French IS, and that while the
British controlled part of the MHBK, this latter part was unaffected by
the penetration.	 _3 remarked, "We keep very close control over
our part."
