C. After several unauthorized attem pts by CZA1M to
reach various American acquaintances by telephone, an interview was

all ideas except those involving actual espionage in Hungary and speci-
fically stated that we had no interest in working with the EHBK. COLLAS
stated that the ijaIRK was "operationally uninteresting" and averred that
he neither had nor wanted contact with ZAK.O. He was told never av_in to
attempt contact with the !_mericans except through 	 who rould act
as the established channel for any instructions COL.nS would receive.

d. In several meetings with C, , COLLAS was de-
briefed on his background and contacts, and provide°. a report on the
operations of French intelligence.

e. Several weeks after the meeting with Grueler/5,
CZAKO called. Grueler/7 and attempted to arrange a meeting. She was told
to use the established channel, whereupon COLle43 met C..,	 and stated
that he had suddenly found himself in the posit i on of oeing able to offer
us control of the intelligence apparat of the NEM, which was bein g re-
organized and would from now on be a genuine asset to American intelligence.
The offer was rejected and COLLS was told not to approach Grueler again
unless he was personally prepared to undertake an espionage mission in
Hungary.

f. COLLAS T report on French intelligence was then
passed through liaison to the French Element with the statement that it
had been volunteered to us by COLLAS, whom we had once employed to collect
economic intelligence in Austria and whom we had now dropped on suspicion
of being an agent of the Hungarian Service.

2. From the incidents recounted above and from S—J_4417, it
is now possible to conclude that COLTS was always in contact with ZAK°.
