a. In the District of Columbia MHBK consists of from twenty to thirty-
five members, who hold meetings in Sholl's Cafeteria on Connecticut Avenue.
According to source the members violently criticize the US at their meetings. This
group frequently forces other Hungarians to join them and beats them up if they. do

a mamketing and research business. Actually, according to source, Eckhardt acts as
a money exchapte for Soviet agents in the US. Another member of this organization
is Alexanderpayer, who travels with a Paraguayan diplomatic passport. Fayer is now
living in New York where he is acting as a representative of Duke Albrecht of Hapsburg,
a former Nazi. Fayer is trying to sell Albrecht's jewels in order to raise funds.

c. Source estimates that there are about 180 to 200 members of the MHBK
now active in Paris, France.
