Jancu Zissu told Mr. Visoianu in New York, on 12 Jamary,
1553, that Nicolae Malaxa had sent him word through a certain
Spataru, a singer related with Dr. Pallade, that he would like
very much to meet him. The meeting took place recently in
Spataru's apartment, Malaxa told Zissu that he had wanted
for some time to know him because he is a great friend of the
Jews and a great admirer of the Jewish veligion, Malaxa stated

_that, if he could change his own religion, he would adopt the

Jewish faith. Malaxa said that he did not mix in polities,
