A. JAMES GOODRICH MCCARGAR. BORN 20 APRIL 1920 IN SAN
FRANCISCO, CALIFORNIA. RECEIVED A B.A. FROM STANFORD UNIVERSITY IN
1941. HE WAS EMPLOYED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF STATE AS OF 7 JANUARY,
1942 AND SERVED IN VLADIVOSTOK, MOSCOW AND CIUDAD TRUJILLO DURING THE
WAR UNTIL SEPTEMBER 1944. HE WAS ON FURLOUGH FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF
STATE FOR MILITARY SERVICE UNTIL FEBRUARY 1946. POSTWAR POSTS
INCLUDED BUDAPEST (APRIL I946-DECEMBER 1947 AS SECOND SECRETARY/CHIEF
OF POLITICAL SECTION OF INC U.S. LEGATION). GENOA, PARIS AND
WASHINGTON DURING THE PERIOD 1946-1950. HE RESIGNED FROM THE
DEPARTMENT OF STATE IN 1952.

B. MA. MCCARGAR WROTE A BOOK IN 1963 CRITICAL OF THIS AGENCY
ENTITLED A SHORT COURSE IN THE SECRET WAR UNDER THE PEN NAME OF
CHRISTOPHER FELIX. THE AGENCY DECLINED TO ASSIST AR.MCCARGAR IN
AUGUST 1965 IN THE WRITING OF AN AUTHORITATIVE STUDY OF THE HUNGARIAN
REVOLUTION WHICH WAS TO HAVE BEEN PUBLISHED IN 1966.

C. AFTER LEAVING BUDAPEST. JIM RECEIVED POND MESSAGE
"CONGRATULATIONS ON TREMENDOUS JOB. ASSURE YOU OUTSTANDING
COMMENDATION WILL BE PLACE() IN YOUR FOREIGN SERVICE RECORD..." THIS
WAS CONE IN 1948, BUT, AS JIM ONLY LEARNED IN 1977, IT WAS "WITHHELD
FROM HIS PERSONNEL FILE." (DESPITE 2 PRIVACY ACT REQUESTS.JIM STILL
HAS NEVER SEEN IT.) A 1949 LETTER FROM JGM'S BUDAPEST CHIEF, SELOEN
CHAPIN, REQUESTING RECOGNITION OF JGM'S WORK, WAS REBUFFED BY FP ON
GROUNDS IT SHOULD BE RECOMMENDED BY THOSE WHO AUTHORIZED JGM'S WORK.

O. FROM 1948-1950 JGM WAS DETAILED TO OPC (OSTENSIBLY IN CIA.
ACTUALLY WORKED UNDER AUTHORITY OF NSC AND POLICY DIRECTION AT
STATE), AS CHIEF, DIVISION OF SOUTHEASTERN EUROPEAN AFFAIRS. FURTHER
COMMENDATIONS.. WHEN STATE REFUSED TO ALLOW JGM TO bLRVE AS OPS
CHIEF OF STATION, VIENNA. ON GROUNDS IMPROPER WORK A8R0A0 FOR CAREER
FSOS. JIM CHOSE TO RETURN TO REGULAR FOREIGN SERVICE DUTY.

E. AS OFFICIAL RECORD JGM'S SECRET WORK 1946-1947 SUPPRESSED.

IN CONFLICT WITH SUPERIOR, PARIS EMBASSY, 1951-1952, JO WAS GRADED
AMONG LOWEST 10 PERCENT. ON ADVICE FP JMG RESIGNED IN 1953.
