After the swrrender of Germary in World War IX, Genoral
NAUMENKO and NAZARENKXO were placed in Displaced Forsons Camps in Kempten,
Fuessen and Wemingen in ths Bavarian section of Germany.

: GE‘I"!\NOV has only seen NAZARINKO on one occasion in the
United States. On this occasion he saw him around October 1949 in the
Cossack Hall in Farmingdale, Now Jerscy, at a mecting of the World Cossack
Association when a Cossack holidaywas being obgorvede He learned that
NAZARENKO was involved in a fight with Ad AKARENKO on this occasion,
but did not actually sce it. He had no knowledge as to what prompted the
fight between NAZI;RHIKO and MAGGRENKO.

Aftor this fight, NAZARENKO was expcllced from the ch'
Cossack Association., GEIMANOV then wrote to a fricnd, General P UCHOPELN IV,
presently located at Voskliv, Munich 19, Germany, ond made inguiriss as to -
what he Jnew about NAZIRENKO. DUCHOPEINIKOV advised GETMANOV by letbter of
April 13, 1950 that NiZARENKO had formerly beon a member of ths City Police
of the city of Taganrog, Russia, in the carly 19h0'3 when that clty was a
part of the Sovict Union.

With reforence to General NAUMENKO, father-in-law of NAZAR.ENKO,
GETMANOV advised as follows:

To his knowledge \Gensramtlmn(o was never .ngaged in
military activities in either Yugoslavia or Germanye He has served only
as civilian leader of Cossack troops vwho had emigrated from Russia and were
first located in Yugoslavia and adjoining countries. In this capacity he
has served for approximately 30 yoars. GETMANOV broke off friendly relations
with General NAUMENKO around 1946 in Fuessen, Gormany, because GETMANOV
folt that General NAUMENKO was not working for_tne best interests of the
Cossacle tribes, Despito his lengthy leadership of*these Cossack groups and
dissatisfaction with him by scveral of its monbers, NAUMENKO refuses to
surrender thds leadership.
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In addition, GEIMANOV advised that he is not aware of nany

Confidential Informant T—l, of Imovm reliability, advised as
follows on October 2, 1950:

' The informant has only seen NIKOLLT N ZARTNKO on two
occasions, on which occasions he talked to NAZIREXO briofly, Hs first
met NAZARENKO at the Vforld Cossack Association Day, an annual celcbration
around Scptember or Octobor 1949 at Farmingdale, Now Jerscy. At this time
he talked to ILLZARENKO cbout the detention of KAZIRRNKO's father-in-law,
General NAUMENKO, by tho United States Tmmigration and Naturalization Sorvice
authorities at Boston, Hassachusetts, and the possibility of NAUMENKO being
released by these aut.horities.

Goneral NAUMENKO was seeking to cntcr the United States at
this time as a displaced person. According to the informout, allegaticns
were made at this time that General NAUMENKO had pro-Nazi sympathies,
these allegations were disproved and NAUMENKO was subscquently admitbed.

Informant further indicatcd that
MICBAEL ZAREI'ZKI R.D. #2 Box 317, Alexander Road, Lakewood, New Jerscy,
and PAUL BULATECKY, R.F.D. #1, Box 17k, Farmingdale, Now Jersey, had lived
and. had been assoclated with Gencral NAUMENKO, both in Yugoslavia and Cermanye.
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
