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She arrived in Taganrog on 2/¢/43 and was assigned
living q:arters by Cossucik suthoriilss in thet city. The house
t0 which she was assigned was.owned by & woman with whom NAZARENZO
was llving, She stated that at that time NATARENKO was employed as
a police ciflcer by the lerman occupaticn forces and that it was
her understanding that :e had been” so. employed for approximately
one year. HMrs, PETRANKO declsred that sut ject wore a XKuban Cossack
uaiform while on duty and that she 1s confident he nsver appe:red
in a uniform of a Soviet agency.

She also advised that NATARENK) was evidently btrusted -
;by the anti-Communist forces in Taganrog as the houses in which
she and othsr refugees from Rostov were quartered were sele ctad
‘by the Cossunks as the homes of individualsopposed to tiés Soviet
Unione

#rs. PETAANKO also dsclared that when the Red Army neared
Taganrog, NAZARENKO urged ths women, with whom he had been living,
to leave that city with the Cossack group, of whioch Mrs., PETRANKO
was a member, When the woman refused bto leave Taganroy becauss
of her femily, NAZAREWXC Joined the Cozsacs rafugess who lLeft
Taganroz sbout 2/11 or 2/12/4,3. Mrs. PETRANKO stated that she
has not seen NAZARSZNZXO since she left Taganrog and.has had no
centact with him in the United States, ’ B

In further reference to NAZARENKC'S position &3 » police
officer In Tagsnrog, Mrs. PLTRANKO stated that NAZARENKO unquestion-
ably obtairied the position through a person of authority in that
city and that,; inasmuch ss the Germans were occupying the area, -
his apoolntment must k; ve been cohbtained throuzh a German official
or a Cossack who hud influence with the German forces.

In either instance, according to @rs. PZTRANXQ, NA ARENXO
would have been trusted by the snti-loviet elemsnt in Taganrog . ™
or he would have bean unable to obtaln employment as a police officer.
Mrs. PETRANKO recalled thut MATA+2MX0 lef't Taganrog with & large
group of refugees who were opvosed tc the Sovist Union and that
if he hsd indicated any sympathy for the Red Army or hed & reputation
of being a Soviet collaborstor, hs would have tesn killed. ’

In conclusion, Mrse PiTR:NKO stated that she did not .
recall any unfavoratle information concerning NATARENXO, & xcept
that he hsd lived with a woman in Tazanrog to whom he w&a&s not married,
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Sne stated that thls inecldent ceused her to question
the suitability of subject!s marriage to the daughter of General

VYACHESLAVANAUMENKC, the Cosgack.. lsadar, and that NAZARENEKO,
to her knowledge, was never active on behalf of the Soviet Union

and possessed no pro-Communist sympathles.
