The above message was received from the RFE News Office in Linz, Austria. It#
was forwarded by Peter Knaur the correspondent in charge of the office. He
recelved the message from a refugee (name not give but presume it was Vas
Bivoj - steps being taken to determine exact c ircumstances and name of sender., )
Attached is letter from Knaur which is self-explanatory. The message was
broadcast on the 7th and 8th of March 1955,

NOTE: The name of the confessed CISfagent was not revealed by IV,

Investigation by this office revealed that the message in dquestion was given to
the RFE interviewer attached to the Linz Office - one Ladislav Alfred NIZNANSKY
by a Czech refugee, Irene PODEBRADSKA on behalf of another Czech refugee -
Edward LEHRAUS.

PODEBRADSKA was born in Vienna on 18 Oct 1920. She listed citizenship as CSR.

Prior to crossing into Austria on 23 Dec 1954, she resided in Kamenice ancd
Nad Lipov.

LEHRAUS is a bookkeeper by profession. He was born in Chocen, CSR on 29 Sep
1902. He resided in Zamberk, CSR from 1945 to 1954, He crossed into Austria
on 31 Dec. 1954%. -

The interviewer NIZNANSKY was born om 24 Oct 1917 in Nove Mesto, CSR. He was

employed by RFE Linz on 1 Feb 1954, Left CSR on 18 Uet 1947, Worked for 430th
CIC Det. Region B, Austria from 12 Jan 1948 until 1 Feb, 1954

Attached is a message that a refugee from here asked us to
transmit for him. I am sending bdth the original message
as 1t was given to us plus a translation.

The requested date for transmission is Wednesday the second,
