Subject stated that he volunteered for the Czech Army in 1936 and was sent to
various officer's training schools. He served as Lieutenant and Captain from
1938 until 1944, at which-time his entire garrison deserted tothe Partisans
to fight against the Germans. Subject was captured by the Germans in December
1944, lost his commission, and became a prisoner of the Russians in May 1945.
Re-appointed as a Staff Captain in the Czech army.in October 1945, subject
was arrested by the Obranne Bezpeenosti Zpravadajatvi (Military Counter
Intelligence)(OBZ) in January 1946. 'Subdequently subject was released and
reinstated in the Czech Army. In earily July 1947 subject' was called to the
Espionage Section of the General Staff in Prague and informed that he was to
go to Austria, pose as a deserter and attempt to contact and join'emigre groups
