Intelligence to the President, to members of the National Security Council,
to the Intelligence Chiefs of the IAC Agenciea, and to such Governmental
Departaents and Agencies as the National Security Council from time to
time may designate, Intelligence so disseminated shall be officially conw
curred in by the Intelligence Aé_en‘cies or shall carry an agreed statement
of substantial dissent,

6, Vhen Security Regulations of the originating Agency vermit, the
Director of Central Intelligence shall disseminate to the other Depmrtments
or Agencies intelligence or intelligence information which he may possess
when he deems such dissemination appropriaite to their functions relating
to the national security, » .

7. The Director of Central Intelligence shaill perform for the benefit
of the sxisting iﬂtelligence Agencies such services of common concern to
these Agencies as the National Security Council, determines can be more

efficiently accomplished con&%‘r_
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8+ The intelligence organizations in eéach of the De;;art«ments and
agencies shall maintein with the Central Intelligence Agency and with
each othery as appropriate to their respective responsibilities, a con=-
timing interchange of intelligehce informatiott and intelligence available '
to theme ‘

9. The intelligence tnoa'm each intelligence organization, includ-
ing the CIA, shall be made available under security regulatioxia of the

\Department or Agency concerned to the others for consultation,

10, The intelligence organizations within the limits of their
ccpabilities shall provide, or pi'ocure, such intelligence as may be re~
quested by the Director of Central Intelligence or by one of the other

_Departmengs or Agéncies. : - ‘ -

1l. The Director of Central Intelligence shal; make arrangements with
the respective Departments and Agencieﬁ to assign to the Central Intelligence
Agency such experienced and qualified officers and members as may be of
advantage for advisory, operational, or other purposes, in addition to such
personnel a8 the Director of Central Intelligence may dirsctly employ.

In each case, such departmental personnel will be subjsct to the ndceséary
perasonnel procedures of each Department, .
