 INTERIOR FOLITICAL SITUATION.

In Scutari and its neighbourhood after the sog-called Libe-
ration,started a passive re?ictance. In Auvust 1645 from here and
there started the organisation ef esmall groups with different ide-
as,but all aiming to the same goal,that is to fight by propazanda
and weapone the so-called popular regime who 1in reality was commu-
nist

In the beginning of November 1G¢45,circulaped the firet tracts

" of the "National Bnion Oreanisation" under the leadership of Fa-

. ther Gjon SHLAKU. At the samse time another zroup under the leader
ship of Uoctor Fahri Rusi circulated tracts inviting the people
not to believe communist propaganda and not particip=te in the
elections of the 2nd Decegber 1¢45,and to pacs to resistance.
While distributing the tracts a group was caugnt by the Communists
(that of Father 3HLAKU),tortured and Judzed;after which there was
a Judgement against the "Peres Jesuites". . ' '

In soite of this the groups went on with their work openlv _
and on the Sth September 46,revolted. At first the revolution went
on properly. All the barrac;c were circled and the army disarmed.
On account of lack of organisation and tactical mistakes the revo
lution micsed. After the communicsts took the situ-tion in hands
agalin,they venged themcelee. In the following day thirty pecple

were shot: elght in the ~tadium of Scutari,and twenty two in. the
villaze of POSTRIBA, In a very chort time were arrected in =cutari
and its -neignbourncod two thousand psople. Twelve palacses served
as prisons of the Secutiry. Thoee who played the first role in
the revoulution of 1646 are the brothers Jup and Said KAZAZI;
Cin SERREQI,Dulo KALI,Gasim RROJI, To the village of POSTRIBA,
. Jolned the followinq villapeS° o}TOJ i RI,HOT,GURE -1 ZI, buELDI
GANJOQLLE ,REC and KOFLIK. The bizgest domape wae endured by the
vilage PODTnIDA with forty people shot,seventy houses burnt,and
fch hundred men arrected.

In Scutari,in the former State boarding house of "MALET T' ONA"
and hbately transformed in prison called "BURGU 1 TOGES" ,the patritot
ic beaten,he is held by thehalr and his head is beaten on a stonse
footetep,then he ie thrown from the window and left three days 1n

the streect.

In Scutarl,in the Court of the Defense,the Communist Aristide
FARARECI beated the patriot Abdullah KAZAZI breaking him his leg
in front of communist officers :Zol THEMELI,Nestl KERENXHI,Dul
RJOLLI and Dulaq LEKIQI.

Mail for the other countries arriving or zoinz out is censo-
red thoroushly. Inside Albania,the mail is only censored in Nor-
thern =lbania,and for submersive people in the Scuth. Parcels sent
to militaries and prisoners are controlled. Food can't be sent from
one place to another without epecial authorisation from the econo-.
mic section,who only ¢ives authorisaticn to the pecple of the party.

However
the people have some but they have been sequestrated to ‘the persons
of doubt. '

TRAVEL

The motorised means of transport are all in the hands of the
State. TIRANA- DURRES -~ ELBASAN are connected by train. The tickets
cost betwenn thnirty and a thousand and ten lejks. Other travels
are dene b buses or trucks,pbut is very difficult to find tickets.

The auto-transportation is done by the "ATASH" (Automéﬁilist'

and Tourlstical Albanian Agency).

To travel from ones place to another the "LETER NJCFTIMI" is
necessary. When the pacsenger arrives to the desk to get his ticket
he gives to the employee hisz "LETER NJOFTIMI" who,keeps it ;when
the total of pacsengere is reached the "Leter Njoftimi" with three
copies of the names of the pascengers are siven to the police who-
scrupulously examines the "Letsr noftimi'";after which they are re-
turned tothe Travel Agency with twe lists signed by the police.

One of these lists remains at the asency,the other is given to the

Ariver with the different "leter njoftimi" so that he may have them

in case of control during the trip,

The "Leter Njioftimi" is enough for the Albanian citizen to tra-
vel. The foreigners need the vermit of Residence and a special
travelling permit wirtich 1s delivered on the base of a reguest
in which he must give the reasons of his travel,destination,and
meetings.

The "LETZK NJOFTIMI" in use are those the people were given
in 1947,distributed to everyone abové thirteen yvears old. There .V//
are no particular signs,only the charactericstical signe of the :
person in the Dicture the bureau of lscue,the date of isegue,and
the numbcr of the card The people have nieard nothing about gettlng
new YLEBER NJCFTIMI".

It 1s forbidden to travel tow ards the frontier zone without
Qpecial permite which are obtained after many €ifficulties.

LIVINZ CONDITIONE

Eesgidee the LZE there 1s no othsr money 1n circulation. Peo-
ple to be trusted may chance a gold napoleon for 15C0 leks., The
families who receive from outside dollars or othef fereign curren-
cieo Af there relatives are no political exiles,but revular emi-

-"ratcs,that money may 5e chansed at the bank who sives bonds ywith
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which supplie may be hought. The official rate for the exchanse of
the dollzr ig fifty leiie but 1t can also be changsr for 104 leks.

Rationned =oods are: bread,oil,sugar,rice,heans,meat and scapn,

The average rations of an adult are: 4C0 zrs of bread rerday
( bread made of wheat ic only found in Tirana,in other places it
e maize bread); 200 crahe of oil per month; )OC srame of beans
per month; 150 grams of surar per month; 150 grams of soap per
month; lke of meat per montn. Cil,sugar,are missine and the ra-
tions of each month are distributed two or three months later.
When the rationned foods are to be found can be taken in the
cooperatives where tane people muest get in line for hours or days.

For the political leaders there are particular authorisations.

There 1z no black market because such 1s done by the leaders.
In the ccoperatives a Keg of sugar costs 30 leks (raulonneﬂ),at
the "MAP" (shop who sells freely) it costs 300 leks per Kg. .

The basic products which are missing are: all fats,sugar,rice,

There ars no clothes. The best things for trade are: food,me-
dical drugss,and cigaret paper. '

In gensral there are no meddcal drugs,specially Streptomycine
Penicillin,Sulfamides,Vitamins,and drugs for hhumaulsmv. These
are the only things which can be sent to Albania without raying

any custom taxes.

COLLECTIVIZATION

The collectivization is done on the base of a Oredﬂterminated
plan done Dby the Agricultural sections in two different ways
a) State Farms; b) Agricultural Cooperatives.

The farms serve acs model for the others and as centers of ex-
reriment. They possesstractors and modern means. The expenses are
afforded by funds fixed by the budget.

The Awrlcultu ral Cooperatives are lands united by will or wi-
thout. The participation in the cooperatives depends from the plan
of the agricultural section which is realised step by step. To
arrive to the objisct of this plan all means are used: imprisonment,
heavy taxes,confisation of the good lands. _

The cooperative gives the right to have 3 "DYNYM" of land by
family; a cow or four sheep; twobeehives,and a few chickeng

Work 1in the cooperatives is intensive,no interruption along
all seasons of the year.

Compensation is done in this way: the accounts of the sales
are done along the wnole year,from which are reduced the diffsrent
expenses for the maintalnment of the cooperative. Then the money
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money 1is divided between everybody according to the number of days
of work of each according to the category. They control the accounts
A\ withdrawn durins the yaer,and if the worker's money exceeds What
he has withdrawn,he is given the rest. If not,the worker ows the
monsy to the cooperative and the cooperative to the Agzriculturs
Bank. The reimbursement is done by land,cattle,or by work for
one year. This is for the first year;for each coming years after
the balances are done by revisors sent specilally by the Stagg
and controlled by a financial agriwuvltural commiscion,they fix.
taxes whicH most of the time can't be afforded by the worker,
and thiois the peasants are obliged tc work in the cooperatives
for twenty to thirty leks per dayv,thls is the reason whu the
cooperatives are always In defficit.
