As previously reported, direct communication 11123

initiated with King Zog requesting that he intervene on the behalf

of CIA with his aide-de-camp, Col. Selmani. The circumstances were

such, at that time, that the Colonel threatened to compromise his

covert position by contacting friends	 moving directly from

Greece to Egypt rather than covertly through Germany and France.

However, a (Able from Alexandria included a message from the

King directing that Selmani was not to talk to ether Albanians in

Athens and that he was to return to Egypt as he had left, i.e. via

Germany and France. This information has been passed to the field

with directions to prevent Selmani t s talking with friends and also

to arrange for his covert removal from Greeoe.
