Team approached the village a - coepany of soldiers were visible but
they were marching away from the village (identity of unit was me-. known), Pine bid in the bushes Until the soldiers were completely
out of View * By this time • it was time for VHP contact but because
they were in a valley they knew that contact would be impossible
so they did not attempt*

At this teme the team dwelled to cross the White erin * They
beaded for the river where they found a small boat * After they
had carefully studied the area they entered 4 boat and with a
pole tried to push the boat across, they were only five eeters
off shore when firing broke out from across the river. They
tipped the boat over and swam for the shore (this story was rec-
eived in their S * I. letter number 1. of le June 19E1).

They came across a white pyramid which was the border
meirkeri Up to this point they had been unnoticed but at the last
minute a search light was turned toward thee and firing broke out
from both sides of the border! They dashed across the border, into
Yugoslavia and continued to run for sometime; however, they were
not chasede They followed the border closely and recrossed into
Albaeia at ebriknik, from here they headed for Gem n where they .
contacted Halim Nexhip who sheltered them for four days.

Because they were without arms for this entire period (all
their equipment was lost on the original drop) they decided to
head for Lushin, little Pine's home- town, At Little Pine's home
they were supplied with one British machineeeun and one Italian
rifle! They pushed on to Mt ! .Rones as the date for their ree
supply drop was drawing near!

Again their efforts end hopes of reaching the 'l-	 were hindered
and stopped, the river Drine Zi could not be crossed, this meant
another trip butk to LushiDe rood offered no problem as Miftar
Ambeti of Uraisht supplied teem with food for the trip back to Lashin,

On the lath of June the plane was heard end on 19 June it was
heard again, no drop was made because of Pinets inability to reach
the DoZ! as previously mentioned !. It would be another month before
the plane would return so Lushin became base until 10 Jay.

On 10 July the Drin e Zi was crossed and Big Pine led the way.
Surroj where they spent two days before heading for the DeZI.

The Delio was covered with dry grass so it was necessary to
build small fireplaces to prevent the field from being set afire!

The plane was heard and tee fires were •lighted l• on the first
pass the drop began. Eieht peckeees were retrived, the nineth was
lost ! (Pine Tree was impressed wItb the resupply drop which was
more succeSeful than their original drop* The bunlles fell not
more than ten meters free the center of the "wind Ito")

After all the bundles were secerely hidden Pine Tree returned*,
to.Surroj* They informed their friends that at a later date they

00vented by le friends and a Yugoslav team which they had met in
Surroj, headed for the Dee.

The second resupply proved even more successful than the
first * The contents of the 14 bundles were divided up seeing the
followers with the exception of the e Scheierssers end several
pairs of shoes * (The echwieasers were defective, the shoes could
not be taken because of their newness.)

Upon returning to Lushin. Hasni Peposel wes once again sent
to Velu eine to erranee a meeting, the same area and password was
to be used* Hasni Peposhi heeded for Kukes efter centaetIng the
elder anal here he calse ia contact with HaliaeRexhip and Xeefer
after (after is 4— cousin of Big Pine) * They ceme to the con
elusion that Cina could not be trusted. After receiving this
inforeation Pine decided not to ettempt . the second meeting for
fear of being trapped.

Baek in Surroj Pine received a letter from Hall' Nerguti
asking that they visit Malim Rexhep md wait there for Nerguti
and the rest of the November Team, Pine waited at the home of
Rexhip for ten days but no further word was received from liergutio.
Malin Rexhep feared that the Sigurim Wht be on to him aid he asked
to tm lead to the YUgoslav frontier,

As a result of his conversation with Halim Rexhep Little Pine
feared that his brotherHusni Peposhi might also be in dancer, it
was decided to have Husni accompany the team. Pine directed hiS
brother to apply for permission to visit Tirana (in this way hi$
absenee from home would not be noticed). Little Pine also sent
word to Captain Cinan Matt, ass i t chief of the Sigurimi for KUkes
to stop any action by the Sigurimi in regard to Rusni t s whereabouts.
(Little Pine explained that Captain Cinan Mati is to be trusted
3nd can be called upon to act in the event that a serious revolt
takes place.)

Word never reached Captain Mati, therefore, Pine was not
aware that the Sirurimi had already started to searth for them.
This unfortunate situation brought about the death of Husni.
Hued. Peposhi had decided to return to his home for blankets, as
he entered the gate he was fired upon by the Si.7urim whlch had taken
over their home. Mani was not killed outright but was taken into
the house where he was searched and questioned* The followbg infor-

Hunni Pepoehl did not die in the hospital in Kukes but began
to worry that Little Pine would fear that the Sieurimi would force
hiat to talk so with the help of Cloan Mati it was arraneed to have
Selman Peposhi, 4 COUSins visit Husni. Before Selman Peposhi, Pearl
took an oath that he would not reveal Pine Tree's hiding place.

On 10 September the Colonel arrived and told them the followings

(d) He inquired as to what plans Masan Dosti urd
Muharem Barajaktari had for the future * (It
is quite possible that he may hnve asked about
Dosti, however, this writer feels tn4ot Darajaktari
was throwo in by Little Pine for good meesoree)

(e) Barjuktari and the NaPA would be contacted. (This
may be true but sounds a bit far fetched)

-early in October Pine Team hedded for Surroj whare they wo6ld
stay until time for the October drop, rfhile in eurroj they were
informed that the Sieuriei was aw-...ire of the Tea. at Mi e Times and
the area was being guarded. Then the teem decided that Nice at
Jewee would be the new 007" (moves eitein u redius of 30 miles
had been aereed prior to Pine's infiltration).

On 9 October Pine Team, acTo4anied by a 9 man Yugoslav team
and 4 civilians from Area, heed for Nice. On 15 Octoberlietle
Pine tested wind direction and felt that the heavy winds would
have forced the plane to stay grounded, He returned to the rest
of the group and explained the situation, However, less than one
hour later a plane was heard, Little Pine, accompanied by his
friends, ran for the DeZe, As the plane cane into view there had
only been time enough for one fire to be lighted, on the eeceed
pass by the Covert craft all fires were burning (this is in aeTee-

Pine team reported this drop wes axvremely poor due to the
Covert Craft's high altitude droi).

While moving
toward the area where the chutes were visible, Pine Spotted end
was spotted by 4 patrol of SO armed men. Little Pine states that
they were certainly seen but the armed patrol believing that the
group was much larger than was actually visible ellowed them to
escape. (There have been nueerous reports in the past that in-
dividuel.soldiers would allow armed ment to pass but this is the
first report of a -whole platoon acting in this manner.)

The Yum0Slav authorities became quite upset by Pine Treel
attitude and Pine reports that numerous unfriendly aets were coum

While in Yugoslavia many Albanians were contacted, however,
some of them were apparently working for the Yugoslav cause. Wany
of the meetings between Pine and Albanian e;:drrants were known to
the YUgoslavs through these infromers.

Sovr4 time pasted but one day Lutfi Spahiu, Albanian emiprant
and member of the Prizren CcyanIttee, accompanied by an .amy officer
and a member of the Yugoslav intelligence sere visited Pine Tree.
Spahiu did not make it known to the members of Pine Tree that he
had been sent by Col. Jedomovitcb but spoke with a, great deal of
personal authority, ho stated*

Two days later Lutfi Spahiu returned and this tlAe tnformed the
group that he had acted under orders from Col. Jedomovitch and that
he was glad Pine Temm had answered as they did.

Three days after spanitl f s second visit Colonel Jedwovitch,
a major and a securiti captain visited Pine'Te4a. The Colonel
stateds

(a) The Prizren Committee had been complaining about
Pine Team and because of these coltplaints he had to
reverse his earlier agreerJent.

(b) Pine Tree would be allowed to stay in Yugoslavia but
only as political refugees and not in the Prizren
area. He sanTested Metrovitch.

However, after consulting wi th the other two officers present,
the Colonel's parting words were that a house would be found for
them in Prizren.

Three days later the security officer returned and informed
Pine that a house in Prizren was iyipossibleA After this infomation
Pine Tree decided that May 88 would be their date of departure. (This
station received an S.I. letter which stated that Pine would head
for Albania on 28 May.)

May 24 brought a very heavy snowstorm and it appeared that Pine
would be delayed still longer, They asked if they would be allowed
to stay on for several more days as they had sent word for instruction4
to Barjaktari*, 4,ain the Yugoslays showed great concern for Barjaktari
and informed Pine that they would be willing to send him a message by
a special messenger who was heading for Athens on the following daY*
Little Pine stated that he wrote slch a letter and handed it to the
local authorities,

No answer wds received by 4 June and now the deddltne was set
for e J'ne• They were told that they would be led to the Al:danian
border* At the border they were met by captains of the border
guards and a Capt., (Thu) Vesco of the secur1M * He:dvy rains on

June dolayed their infiltration to Albania until 9 Juno* They
crossed into Anania on the morninz of the 9th of June and .recrossed

They were discovered by a shepherd wham they tipped very well (4 gold
pounds) and he gave his word he would not mention that he 11441 seen
them.

Throughout the whole journey the team travelled at nit, this
was necessary because the team believed Yuposlav authorities would
on the look out for them,

Near Prespa the team was aain seenpas they were bathing their
feet, by an unknown ared civilian who fired throe shots at them.
Pine Tree did not return the fire but headed for a wooded area, , This
was the only time they moved during yli ht hours.

The team eontlnued unpered toward the Greek frontier, arrAming
at the border 18 days after they *lad begun their journey*. They orossei
into Greece at 00:M.Yhours or 27 June at Germanova*

Pine Tree reports that they were well received by the Greeks
Authorities at the border * There were no questions asked other than
the code name of the team* Pine tree was picked up by this station
on 28 June and quartered in the hold i T7 area*

Part III of the 40brieflag contains the personal comments
of the team ;1ie41)er3 and the reasons for their misunderstan1-14ES
and failures.

(1) Of major importance, Pine Team with the exception
of little Pine, felt that securit: was laciAng throughout the
whole mission, It waa further felt by the resupply team that
HUSnl Peposhi was allowed to '7,now more about the mission than
was considered security wise, It is believed that Hunsi PepOshits
capture and subseyient questioning brnught about the arrests of
the other persona who aided the team.

(2) The te.tii rell out of 1-,o.r-ony because:

(a) A letter sun±posedly sent	 Asllan Zenele and
George Ocwa to Ramadan Velis (Cina) was interaepted by Pine team.
This letttr caused a great deal of ill feeling toward the NrA

The de-briefing of W/T operator Pixie/1 who was aselmed to
operation Pine Tree was held 5 ally 1952 at a safehouse.

Pixie/fwith the Pine Treee team left their operational base
from Albania in the fall of 1951 for Yugoslavia and never returned
to their base of operations, as a result no radio contacts were
attempted at any time during 1952.

Before leaving their base in Albania the radio operator with
the help of two other men of the Pine Tree team buried his sets.
Before the set was buried it was wrapped and tightened in blankets.
Burial was made under the room of their base safe house, in a hole
approximately five feet deep. The operator stated he chose the
spot because he believed the spot would be dry and free from
maleture. The two men who helped bury the set were later captured
and it is not ?mown if the burial spot had been divulged.

The WiT operator buried the crystals himself and no one else
knows of the burial spot. The crystals were put into a cm, sealed
and wrapped in a coat, a rock placed over the coat and buried in
a hole approximately 20 centimeters deep.

Primary signal plan ETOder and back-up signal plan BYCEER with
instructional documents YONCEL #215 and ZIBHIM P248 were returned
to the training officer.

The operator stated he used to set up his antenna, which was
ZO meters long, one-half hour before scheduled contact time. The
base was heard within the first five minutes. It had taken him
approximately three minute to set up the radio equipment and tune
the transmitter. 	 !:d:CUT	 -4
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NO contacts were estalished on his first two attempted
contacts due to his antenna being too short and of heavy atOm-
spherics.

He stated that he enjoyed working with the RS-1 equipment
and likes it very much.

The cryptographic pads were taken by the radio operator to
Yugoslavia, and at a tii when everyone was sleeping he thoroughly
burned the pads.

All of his enciphering and deciphering was done outside of
the base safehouse and no one saw him doing the work. The crypt°
pads and crystals were hidden in one place and the radion equip*
ment in another inside the safe house,.

The plain text of both the encinher and decipher was destroyed
immediately after he was finished. He read the deciphered messages
to the leader of the team and then burned his copy. In enciphering
plain text and Coverted plain text were on one piece of paper and
the cipher text on a separate piece of paper. Each piece was
destroyed when he finished rith them. The pages in the crypto
pads were also burned as they were used*

Depending on the length of the 7.:essage he usually enciphered
a message one and a half to two hours before his scheduled con-
tact time,

Pixie/1 further stated that no garbled messa7es were received
from the PYREX base. Readability of the base was always good..

He was asked to quote us his danger signals and this was done
without any difficulty, even after seven months of inactivity. He
said he used to read his instructional documents every four or five
days so that he would not forget anything that was taught him.

The radio operator stated that he realized he was slow in
sending and receiving and that he had a diffiucult time in
recongnizing radio call signs. He believes more anphasis could
have been placed in code training and that he would have liked
to have had more time on-the-air radio training contacts during
his training in Germany. He did state that the base did not send
at a faster speed than he could copy which was very helfpul to
him.

Elxie/1s_
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Pixie/1 stated that the conversion chart is not practical
from an agent standpoint and should be revised. The digraphs
are not designed for the Albanian language and is difficult
to work with, it has combinations that do not appear in the
Albanian language. This was his only disagreement as far as
cryptographic prOceedures were concerned.
