At this meeting the representative of the N3FA suggested that

the NCFA and the Yugoslav-sponsored League of Albanian Refugees could make

a joint attempt to overthrow the *oche regime in 1953. The Yugoslav repre-

sentative reportedly replied that the time is not ripe for such action,

that action at this time would fUrnish Stalin with an excuse to interfere

and to strengthen Noxha, and that Yugoslavia could be endangered and the

internal situation in Mania worsened.
