The Objective: Current United States poliey toward ube.nh contem-
plates the resterstion of Albsnian independence by overthrowing the

. present Moscow-controlled regime, and replacing it by an snlightensd
government acceptable to the people of Albania, and with aims and
objnum bharmonious with thoae jof the United States in that area.

The Problem: To mount a propsganda attack and to msintain it during
the appropriate phases of Project BGFIEED in erder to create conrditions
favorable to a coup d'etat.,

Facts Bearing on the Problem:

I. The following basic buckground data were considsred in de-
ciding on specific propaganda themes (see Attachment ¥A®),

&, 45% of the 1,000,000 plua Albanians are reported
illiterats.

be There are three major othnic groups: The Ghegs in the
mountainous center and north of the country; the Plaine-
mean of the coastsl area; and the Tosks in the south, There
are also thres religous groups; Mosleme - 708 of the
population, Oreek-Orthodox - 20%; Catholie - 108, Most of
the Catholics are in the north; the Christians in the
south are Orthedox,

Albanian seciety is largely tribasl., Any regime can
"govern® beyond the plaine and towns only to the extent
that it aveids antsgonising the tribesmen in the hills.
Albanis as an independent, national state is more an
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aﬂw ereation of power politics than an expression
of naticmal will.

d. 80% of the population 1s agrieultural or pastoeral, yet
~ Albania is only about 75% self-sufficient in food. This

figure would be comsiderable amaller but for the very
low standards of living.

e.. Aversion to the Hoxha regime pervades approximataly 80%
of the population, because of the mountaineer's tradi.
tional resistance to ecoercion, the seriocus economiec gituation
and the military and political leaders® ‘lack of prestige.
The population, instinctively opposed to pan~Slaviem, dislikes
the present regime as much because it is pan~81av as because
it s oppressive.

f. Comaunications are primit.ive, yet an ofteetin grapsving
facilitates the rapid spread of news, rumors and propaganda.

a. "The enemy” - f.e,, the present regime, members of the
Compunist Party, and Sovist-appoint.od stooges in the
Aray and eivilian administration.

. b, The gmral papulauah, including the rank amd file in the
Army, whose hatred for the present regime should bs
channeled toward effective revolt.

II1. To be effective the propaganda attack mast be carefully planned
and fully coordinated with all other activities of BGFIEED.

After the establishment of a base, but before a /% ex~
psrt is stationed there, lecaflets should be prepared
here (in cooperation with the British) but should be
printed at the base.

After a Pw expert has been attached to the base, leaf-
lets will be prepared and printed there in sccordance
with Part 3 (Operational Control) below, (Note: Avail-
able msterial should be furnished Lo the 8ritish for
information, )

Timing of the PW Operation:
