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It 18 known that ex-King Zog of Albania bLelleves that
any directing committes that might be formed torrepressnt
the Albanian flOplC ahould oontain representatives of the
various religious and prineci gcografgéo regions of
Albania as well as members of the leed exlla groups.

He has suggested the following persounclities apnd estimate
of each:

Midhat Fragineri -. Hoslem, Balll Kombetar, southern
Albania, most ecceptable person as leader.

Mariko Markajoni -- Roman Catholic, Independent Group,
son of the former Captain of Mirdita, lIon Markajoni. Latter
anacoeptable because of cloass collaboration with Faaoists,
but son has clean record and family is of great importance
in northern Albania.

Ismail Verlaci «~- Moslem, Independent Group, son of a
oollaborator father but member of a prominent and influential

r“ily .

Abas Kupl -- Moslem, legitimist (Zogist), a peasant type
with no forelgn experience or languages, influential in
central Albania, experienced in guerrilla fighting, trusted
by the former K Z0g.

Abdul Sula -~ Moslem, Zogist, ohlef of the Albanian

diploma tic mission (Royellst) in Cairo which is recognized

g{ {gyptian Government, knowledge of fureign languages and
plomaoy.

It would be difficult to find a sultable representative
of the Orthodox religion. The only person suggested was
Nushi Eotta, son of an Albanian ex~Prime Miniaster, Costa
Kotta, who was killed by the Communists, Nushl now lives in
France and Las a amall party called the Youth Party. He is

an intellectusl, quite young, has not been in Albania since
- before the wur, knows Fremoh and Engliai and might have some
-influence among the Orthodox Albanians of the south bocsuse

of his family's opposition to ocollaborators and communists.

If the international situstion makes it desirable, the
ocommittee miglit lnclude a representative of Kossovo, but
it should be remembered that six-sevenths of Kossovo is
within Yugoslavia, only one-seventh within Albanlia. Fossible
