2. The British contemplate closing their Albsnian camp

loeated in Maltas before winter in order to validate their cover

story. This is neceasary as 1t 1s likely that some Britieh

trained Albaniaas wili be arrested by the Albapian Security

Police and forced to divulge where they were trained. In such
a case UN observers may be requested by the USSR to ascertuin

whether there is a covert Albanmian treining cemp on Malta.
3. OPS has sent the British, vial ] e detailed
request for operationsl facilities {p Malta; to which the

British have replied that they would grant ue aecomnodations

for approximately 40 sgents, but would only permit t.o American
deputies to come to Malta. In addition, we will heve to vacate
Halta when the camp is closed down. The British have not to
date answered our other roq::st, sent in the same communication,
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as %o vhether or not thay wonld permit ws %o use their air field
fagilities.
