2, 80 Bapors No. 29356, dated 2 Oukober 1949, subjest
"illeged Positien of Comities for Free Albenia. Pavagraph
this report reads as follows:

“ioubars of the Comittes for Free Albania ave allegedly
discoureged besause the United States and Great Britain
are believed to have backed down o plans to overthrow the
Hoxha Government."

This report recsived distribution to State, Amy, Nevy and Adr.

3. 80 Report No. 39615, dated February-llarch 1950, subject
"British Oporations fn Albania®, No distridution is indicated on
this report sheet. Faragraph 1 of this report reads as follows:

®pccording to Albanian emigres in contact with agents
of the British Intelligonce Sexvige, at least three misalons

ot maticaalist Albanians have been sent to Albania by the
British during Yehtuary and March 1950. All three missions
ware made uwp of Ballli Kosbetar mesders. One missisn was
paraghutad into north Albenia in coocperatisa ulth tcll.uux-
of 3ajd Kryesiuj two were sant into southern Albani
one of these is believed to have been landed nr sea in
Pebruary from Corfu.”

Thia informatiam have endangered the cperetions of the British
vho have a jeint poliey agreement with OPC on Albanis.

Mis plaa
wes to gather all 'Albanien leaders' im Greces under his
group, and to oblain seored Greek and American suppexd he

the impressiom of net wishing to coeoperate with

ritich, Deva eonsidered Grecee the ideal pisce from which
to mount operations against Albania, and believed that
operstions of this kind could be handled in such a wmy as
to give the asppsarange of being condusted by the Albanians
alone,"

This information reflects some of the basic ingredients of the OPC
plan of opsratieon sgainst Albania.

6. 80 Report No. DB-24734d, date of distributien 12 May 1950,
subject “Free Albandan Ant.inuet" Distributien indicated on the
report sheet to State, Army, Navy and AMlr. Information givea ia
parvagraph 3 of this report ;.- a8 follows:

"About 15 Aprdl 1950 the Coumsellor of the Greek Lmbassy
in Loms, having invited Dosti to confler with him, asked him
what he and the other members of the Committes for Free
Albenia thought of doing in the way ef reeruiting Alhanien
refugees in Greece. Dosti allegedly replied that this was
a matter of intersst not eilly to bhim and the sembers of the
Comaities but to other Albaniams and Americeme as well."

Information glven in paragraph 4 of this report is as follows:

"It is rcported that Hasan Dostl has recoummended the
broadening of the Committee for Free Albunia to ineclude
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the BXI and that his recomendation is reosiving serdocus
considerntion dy persons in the Departuent of Stase."

Information contuined in paragreph 9 of this rcport is as followst

“Jm Bth 13 to leave Malsa for the United Jtates as
an . r, he was advised (presumsbly by the
Britsish tnomruu ted States via Gresse as & msuns of
protesting She activities in whieh M 1» said to have engaged
on Melda for she training of Albanizms to be sent iuside
Albania on operetional missiems.”

Information contained im paregraph 1l of this report is as follows:

"Ihssn Toptanl visited Coriw and Malta at a fairiy
recent but wmspecified date, apparently to sise wp the
quality and the merels of the Albanians eing
treined on the islands for operations iato A o

Information contained im paragraph 13 of this report is as follows:

*Among Albaniens in Italy it is believed that in the
futures Albanians recruited for operations in%e Albania will
be trained somewhere iR morthern Uermeny.®

It 45 elear that thess various referenses to United States suppert
of plans against Albania and the references to specific perscns aad
phases ofnboth British and OPC operations scould endanger the seeurity
of these plane and operations which are of interest to us.

7. 350 Report No. 437k, dated May 1950, subject "Fare-ililitary
Activities of the Mm for Free Albania®. Mo distributien im-~
dicated on this report shest. Paregraph 1 of this report gives the
following informa t

“On 1 March 1950, Hasan Dosti and Vasil Andoni
mmwuorw-umxmwumw
mmmmmmsmmmnummmmm.
They succeeded in recruiting sowe 40 persons ot this ecossion.”

Informetion contalned in paragraph 2 of this report is as follews:
"Abas Kupl recently declared that 1f the poliay of the
Committes for Free Albania of sending small groups ol swm

into Albania were continued, ﬁ feliewers would withdraw
from participation in the activities of the Comuittes,
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This information refers to developmests of OPC eperaticus as
undertaken covertly through the Commitues for Free Albania.

8. 80 keport No. 43205, dated June 195V, subjeat *“Hesruiting
of Albanians for Anti-Commmnist Operetions imte Albania®, HNe
distribution is indicated on this report sheet.

This report gives the infermation that a lestter written by
Inafer Deva hus stated that Sajd Kryesin is recruiting anti-Commumist

Albenians for resistance against the pressmt Albanian regime and

that he has already sent 120 Albanians from 1 to bs trained in
& camp losated in the British sone of Uermanmy. report comtains
the following comment:

"In this connection, an Italian ofrieial, who has proved
to be reliabls in the past, states thst on alm 1950, a
treinlead of 130 Albanisms passed threugh Rome. According
te this sams souree, Albanisns are baing tyeined im Qermsny
hy Germen ofticers, under Anglo-American supervisiom; source
added that the first group of .lbanians was expected to be
ready for eperations by mideAungust 1950."

9. 30 Report No. 51300, dated 4 November 19350, subjeedt "ic-
tivities of Fres Albanian lsadere”, Distributden was indicated om
this report sheet to State, Army, Nevy and Alr., FParagreph 1 of this
report contuined the following informatiens

"3ajd Kryesiu, Zel Fali amd Cagl Gogo have had meetings
with the Greek Fereign Ofilce and Pamagiotis Pipinelis, former
Permanent Under~Secretary of Foreign Affaire., These mambers
of the Comnittes for Free Albunia reguested Grxeek approval
for the sstablistment in Northern Greecs of an Albanism
camp to which they would bring agents Brom abroad. Delegates
of various Albanian politisal groups would establish them-
selves 1n Athens in connectioen with the said camp, which
would allege serve as & base for both intelligenee and
apera sissions inte Albenia. After the matter was dis-
cussed by Ureek offivials at the highest levels, upproval was
ﬁmbytba Greak Foreign Offiee en the evening of A4 November
1950.%

| This information diseloses clandesstine sctivities of the Committes

for Free Albania witkcliwas underteking the negotiations stated I»
19 support of a spesific OPC projeet.

10. Undoubtedly OSO was aware that our operations were in-
volved, but oould argue that the channels through whish much of
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the above information was obtained are evidence of the fuot that
security is alre.dy doubMful in regard to some aspeots of our
sstivities, However, it is considsred that the dissemination
of informatien relating te OFC operetion is undesirable and wm~
Justifiable without at least the concurrente of OFC even im
instances where the ssourity may leuve mach tc be desired.
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
