nt within the Department, called
inquire whether or not there had besn any devolopments. I informed him,
pursuant to instructions from Mr. Bonlright of this moruing, that an appoint-
aent had beean errsnged for 4100 pm Wednesday, August 8th. Unfertunately,
although Mr. Perking would personally like very much to recsive Zog, his

schadule wes so taker up at present by Congressionsl and other matters that
it was impossible to state st this time whether or mot Mr. Perkins himself

would be able to receive Zog., In the event Mr. Perkins was unable to do so,
I informed Mr. Frary, itr. Bonbright had indicated his willingness to do so.

Nr, Frary then inquired as to whether Mr. Perkins or Mr. Bombright hed sgreed
to call upon King Sog at his suite in the hotel (unspecified). ¥hen I remon-
strated that such gn inquiry had not previously been made to the Department
Mr. Frary contimed st some length to explain that Zog felt thst as the
presant head of the Albenian state he would first pressnt his card te
Prosident Truman and thon to Secretary Adhescn and that therssfter, were he
received by an official of lowsr renk, that offieial should call upon hiwm,

I reminded Mr. Frary that at the time he and I had informally discussed Zog's
visit to the United States I had expliefitly stated that the United States
Government did mot recognize Zog in any officlel capacity. Although, as I
had alreedy mentioned to Mr. Frary, the specific request that a Departmental
offielal osll upon Xing Zog hed not been prescnted to the Department, 1t was
wy peraonal opinion that the requirements of protocol were so rigid that were
SLICY me@sqmst to be forrmlated the Department would be forced to decline,

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Wr. Prary vepliod that if it was my personal edvice to him not to refse
such question he would not do s¢ and that he thought Zog, recognising
the reaslities of the sitmation, would acguissce. The nattor was left
that Zog weuld spposr here for the gppointment wnleas Frary or some othey
representative of Zog comsunicntes with the Departmsnt in the mowmtime,

In commection with the discussion e to whather or mo wgmld
wmmmmmtww«numwmmm the Department,
Mr, Frary stated that it sas Zog's hope that the persen wan Lo recelive

- him on the part of the United States Covermment wonld mpt invitation

te luneh or disner fyom him. Iupliumtuwgmmatmth
raise the queastion of protoceol as to whether or not he should eall upon
upon by the Department 1 telieve the question of such sn
tion could bs treated beyomd the rigid rules of protecel as s purely
poraonal mstter, I continued that under such airoumstances I was personally
sure that esither Hr, Perkins or M. Bondeight would be very pleased teo
accept Zog'es invitation, tut that it wes entirely possidle, if not
probable, that they would bs physieslly uzabls to do sc becsuss of their
crowied schedule. Nr. Frary rotorted that be would like to leawve it at
thats that Zog would cell upom the Lopertment and that Zeg's invitetiom
would be axtended om a non-protocol besis to either eor both iir. Porkins

1 informed Mr. Frary that, ss Zog's request for en eprointmsent within
the Department had teen accompanied by the expression of Zog's deaire
that an Albenisn interpreter be present, the Department would arrange for
sueh san intsrpreter.

One other question which arese during the conversation was that of
Zog's body gusrds. MNr. Frary ioformed me that Zog has thres men who aye
emthorised Lo carry revolvers and who continuelly accompany Zog ss his
body guard. He first steted that theee individuals bhed made the necessary
formal arruggeenta with the polioce euthorities in New York and inquired
as o whethar mach srrangsments were neosssery within the District.

I replied that I was not informed lut thet I womld certeinly recoomend
that the police autborities be approsched and whatewer formelitiss may be
required complied with, I then asked wheather or mot Zog weuld mish %o
Wring Wwse geatlemen to the Lepartmesnt for his appointaent, coswenting
that although they might be permitied sntry end be allowed to weit in en
snteroon, 1 was af¥aid there might be some diffteulty if Zog wished to
have them accompary him inte Mr. Farkins' or Wr, Bombright's office,

Nre Frary retorted that ke did not kmnow what log's wishes were in this
matter ut that be did not believe there weuld be emy difficulty.
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
