Follewing are the highlights of the 4-man team ihfiltrated
near the Pirin Mountain area:

l. The team crossed the Bulgarian border on 10 J ly and proceeded
to Pepernitsa, From there the team went to Kalamantsi, aPriving there on
13 July and then procaseded to the ailrdrop ground.

2. With tle ald of 4 other men ( a farmer, his son and 2 shepherds)
the team prepared the ground to receive the drop., #hen the plane did rot
arrive the team moved northward toward Gorna Dsumaya.

3. On 24 July the team was warned of being betrayed and then
prooceeded south, recrossing the border after further contacts.

4. One of the team members, Stoyan Tanuﬁev, became separated
from the others 3 days after crossing. He made several contacts, then
orossed the border 2 days before the others.

5. The team showed no partiocular disappointment at the airdrop
failure and is ready to re-infultrate. The team generally had friéndly
reception and had no trouble getting food. Although mich anti-regime
sentiment exists, no well organized resistance was apparent. Tanushev
was told that for every 10 Bulgarian soldiers, there is one Soviet soldier
in Bulgarian uniform.
