'4W to the concrete contribution the refugee organization makes in the struggle
against the regime, and (4) in order for propaganda and political action
programs to be effective from the long-range point of view, they must be
coordinated with the infiltration schedule and the development of an
effective underground. Furthermore, the September debriefings of agents
infiltrated into Albania indicate that the population desires that the
agents remain in the resistance area and that certain strong centers headed
by leaders of some stature be developed as nuclei to which resistance
elements can gravitate. Recent experience, therefore, would indicate
that agent teams should be selected on the basis of their area knowledge,
local prestige and leadership ability, rather than on political or
operational considerations of a general nature, and that such teams should
be prepared to take up more or less permanent positions inside the country.

2. Aith respect to Bulgaria, the severe handicaps under which infil-
tration operations have been carried on to date were brought into focus
by the capture, trial and conviction of six OPC agents during September.
This setback indicated the need for a better educated and more intelligent
type of personnel, since to a considerable extent the agents' capture was
due to errors of judgement and a lack of elementary discretion. An out-
standing need clearly exists for agent personnel of superior abilities
to carry out successfully the missions assigned to them. The availability
of a number of high-caliber agents should permit a reduction in the number
of individual penetration teams. With fewer agent organizers, a net of
considerable scale and well-compartmented could thus probably be developed
in Bulgaria with less risk of compromising the techniques and personnel
employed.

3. In propaganda, the most notable gains were the initiation of
regular clandestine radio broa casts to Albania on 18 September, which
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	 10 Developments during the past month in the field of agent penetra-
tion into both Albania and Bulgaria indicate that a re-examination of opera-
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tional concepts and methods is in order. Initial penetrations into both
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have already been well-publicized by Western news and propaganda media,
and the air-dropping of 100,000 copies of a special edition of Shqiperia,
the NCFA newspaper. The latter featured a reply to the propaganda line
put out by the Yugoslav-sponsored League of Political Refugees at the
Prizren Congress. The leaflet drops have been in the past the primary
propaganda medium for penetrating the country, but the radio transmissions
will permit a much greater flexibility of approach and can be directed
at specific targets rather than the population at large, as is the case
of the leaflets. Neither the army nor the Communist Party, both of which
have ready access to receiving sets, are considered absolutely reliable
and the potentialities for promoting defection in such groups via radio
are especially promising.

4. With respect to the political centers, there is little activity
or progress to report.
