On the basis of subsequent cables, the report for

20 December should be revised as follows: as far as can be determined

without clarification from the field, the flight of 19 December,

reported as a resupply to the Pine Tree Team, was actually the first

of the BOBEOOOD propaganda supply drops. Right hundred cans in 150

parachutes were dropped over the town of Kruje; 1,000 cans in

200 chutes and 500 flour bags were dropped over the Norco area; and

200 cans were dropped north of Durres, largely as a test.
