3. This office is disappointed to learn that SIS is
unable to undertake any acts of sabotage against cargo which
the British freighter "Marietta" may transport to Albania.
We fully understandL	 \problem, but believe it is most
unfortunate to pass up thisZpportunity to initiate a program
of economic warfare and also pass up the opportunity of
introducing propaganda material into Albania. In any event,
we are looking forward with anticipation to the reports on
Albania which the Captain will undoubtedly submit.
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
