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QPG ANLAN OPERATIONS

In 1952, OPC will concentrate on mounting and executilng two sep rate
types of agent operations: Penetration and Harsssment.

1. Penetrstion Operations 1952 penetration operations w1l
take the form of separa ted operations aimed at estabw
lishing small networks each bullt arocund a high level agent who will
make contaci with certain specific individuals in Albaniam govermmeni
and army circles by the use of indigenous scut~outs and other clandes-
tine techniques. The long term objeotive of these penetration cpera-
tions is the subversion of key figures so thuat the required degree of
neutralizacion of the army and other vital branshes of the Haxha
govermment is achieved at such time as the momenti seems appropriate
for the overthrow of the regime, The first mission 2ssigned to the
agents selected for penstration opsrations is one of contecting and
recruiting principal agents. Following organization and establishment
of their n:ts the agents will exfiltrate leaving behind a secure
system of commnications. In some instances principal agents may be
exfiltrated with the recruiting agents. it is anticipated approxi-
mately 10 such operations will be mounted during 1952 and it is
planned to assign W/T operators to those agents who find they are in
a position to use W/T and can set up direct commnications with the
base.

2. Harassment Opsrations Short term harassment operations
will be undertaken with the objective of maintaining the passive
resistanvce of the Albanian people against the regime and developing
dormant resistance potential. This will be accomplished by launch-
ing short-term missions with limited special assignments such as

‘ eoup de main operations to provide incidents of propaganda and psy-
chological warfare value which may be exploited to the maximum by
the BGFIEND P/W program. These harassment operations will be care-
fully coordinated Wi th the penetration operation and other agent
operations of the United States and United Kingdom Services against
Albania, so that the development of the penstration operation and
other operations will not be jeopardised by any counter measures the
Albanian Government may take., Furthcrmore, the harsssment operations
will be so planned sz to minimise the risk of any reprisals sgainst
the civilian population.

in addition to agent operations, UFC intends to contimue development
of iis expanding P/W proirem. Leaflet and cartoon drops which have proved
succesaful in the past ars scheduled approximately every six weeks; the
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clandestine radio station will contime broadcagts in the name of the
Kational Committes for a Free Ailbania, Publication of the Conmittes
newspaper 8&%&& will contirmue on a semi-monthly basis, The Committee
has also recently begun publication of an English language newsletter
deaigned to enhance the prestige of the Committes by bringing it addi-
tional publicity, Furthermore, the propsganda supply drep program oon-
sisting of air drope of various sosrce comsumer goods iitems will be
