3+ Programme of Gift Drops.

CIA's understanding is that these do not form part of the agreed
total propaganda drops effort, that is to say that they are additional
to leaflet drops. SIS's understanding on the other hand is that they
must be counted as a part of the total effort, which, in accordance
with their directive, is to be Limited to one drop every six to
eight weeks, SIS, however, agreed at the main Conference that this
point should be referred by them to the Foreign Office for a ruling.
In the meanwhile, CIA intend to carry out gift drops at roughly
intervals of four to six weeks and will give SIS two weeks warning
of the planned dates of these operations.

Lhe Supply of Albanian Newspapers.

The paucity of Albanian newspapers for use in producing themes
for propaganda was mentioned. Both CIA and SIS are endeavouring to
obtain them from various sources. It was agreed that any nswspapers
which either side might receive should be passed to the Propaganda
Sub-Committee in the first instance. | lpointed out that if
