Willow reported HTGRUBBI was clearly audible in the Korea area, and the
monitoring reports from Bari continue to indicate the usual very good reception
there. As yet intelligence reports have not supplied amy evidence to permit eval-
uation of HTGRUBBr t s effectiveness with the populace, however, the defection appeal
now being made should produce information which will give some indication of
HTGRUBET I s value in the psychological warfare.
