This man wes unsble to lesrn and understand all phases of instruetion being
diezeminated to him, His job with the team vhile on the mission was to be
thet of u guide and rifleman, In spite of sn extensive courss which he
received in ‘weapons training the resulis were below par., The training sectica
- attributes difficulties encountered during the traiming of AIKNAVE to hie low
mentality and lack of background which the other trainses possessed.
