\‘ 2. AILICH returned to Athens from Megara on 1 March., Conditions on
the chicken farm had gone from bad to worse and he could no longer continue
there. | He reported to “the Dig where arrangements were immediately
_made to move him to Khalkis. He was informed he was to remain in Khalkis
until we were ready to start training. AILICH was instructed to telephone
this office when he was settled.

3., On the 15th and 23rd of March, AILICH reported by telephone and
indicated he was in good Health and all was in order. On the 29th of March
AJLICH came to Athens and was met at the Dig by [ -1 A long discussion
was conducted on the forthcoming mission which will be reported in an opera-
tional dispatch by . . AILICH spent the night at the Dig and returned
to Khalkis the following morning. He was told he would be called back to
Athens in approximately two weeks and at that time should report directly to
the Dig, bypaesing the usual stop at BGCANTAR.

to live quietly in Athens with AIRSLACK. In addition to the semi-weekly tele=
phone contacts, {_ ] has met with him at the Cave on several occasions. He
has been very useful in liaison with the family of ATRWISE and in supplylng
information on the situation at Menidi. ,
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' 5. AIRSLACK, one of the Menidi participants, has been in quiet seclusion
since the Menidi incident, [Other than our contacts with him through RNORDAIN,

there is nothing new to report that has not been reported in references 1 and 3.

6. AIRWISE and AIRBORNE have been restricted to the locale of the
Annapolis safehouse since they were moved there following the activities
covered by first and third reference. They are completely repentant and
anxious to do whatever we feel necessary to re-instate thedir positions.
They have been visited regularly by (- jandZ 231,

7. It has not yet been resolved whether or not ARRWISE will have to
stand trial. HBHADDOCK and BGCANTAR are cooperating in an effort to have
the charges set aside. All the injured participants of the "donnybrook"
have recovered and it is hoped the incident will fade from importance.
GAINFUL has been alerted, but in view of the retention of AIMARL by the
family of AIRWISE, it will be difficult for GAINFUL to take~ y t:l.we, overt

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12. On 7 and 8 March [ —1 conducted psychiatric assess-

" ments of the following agents; AIRWISE, AIRBORNE, AIRWAY and AIRSLACK.
The tests were intended to determine their qualification for immigration
to the U.S. under PL 203. All were found to be psychiatrically qualified
for entry into the U.S.

13. It should be noted that the psychiatrist saw no psychological
reasons that should regtrict the continued uvse of AIRWISE. It has been
the concern of both Headquarters and case officers in the field that AIRWISE
may have had more than his share of operations. It is Veague's opinion
that AIRWISE has himself under full control.

thAIRY‘IAY, although psychiatrically qualified for immigration, would —.
not qualify due to the fact he had been a Communist Party member within the
last five years. Veague had the feeling, which he admits was not based on
specific facts, that AIRWAY was being evasive during his interview. He
suggested that we LCFLUTTER AIRWAY.
