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Subjects Brief Summry of Mediesl Activities in HBBASIS from May 15 to
1 September 1951, ,

Within the area of Mmich, two hours by car from Munich and two
hours by car from the EIOPE aspesmment site, there 1s a training and hold-
ing area for BOGFIEND, At times the number of men contained in this
area reached 40, These men are engaged in unconventional warfare
aotivity and as a result arve subject to varlous types of injury, In
sddition:to this these nem are brought up from the areas of Italy
and Orsece with medical clearange that is not always sufficlent to
wed out those that are undesirable from a physisal and neuro-psychological
standpoint, Apperently the chain of movement is from Italy and Greece to
Munich are sent to Murmau for training,

Another disrensary-type installation with supplies drawn from the
98th General Hoapital was established at the training site is Murnau,
This ast-up is not a6 elaborate as the one at Miesbach but yet 1t is
adequate snd funotidning efficiently. The effiolent functioning of
medical care for this group is due in large part to the lucky chance
that one of the BGFIEND training staff hus had three years pre-medieal
training and spent 18 months in the Mavy as a hospital corpsman, How~
ever, we have instructed him in the rudiments of first aid and taught
him how to give eertain injections Including penicillin,

Working backwards then, we began to screen the men already at
Miynau, Among ome group of 11, we found five who had active syphllis,
three acute anxiety reactions and ome man with apparently chronie
uleerative colitis and one man with ppseible active tuberculosis. In
addition to this, all the men, almost without exception, had a wide

- multiplieity of complaints so that esch man appeared to be suffering

from pariarteritis nodosa, The men with the syphilis were {reated at
the site, To all the men who had presented these multiplieity of com-
plaints, a rudimentary attempt at psychologieal support was given in
that they were listened to with sympathy and allowed to talk as lang
as they wanted and then were given placcbos, This progess was repeated
over 4 period of weeks until the men were ready to leave,

We are now attempting to sereen the men within the holding ares

go that before they are sent to the training area we will have some

better knowledge of their physical capabilitles in & determined effort

to prevent disposal probléhe from arising because of physical defects,

Despite this, however, I feel very strongly that the whole efficlency

of this program from the htman element ¢an be materially improved

by having assesument gites both in Greecce and in Italy where the
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potential candidates for this program can be effectively examined

and thelr physical status determined by our standards, It is a well-
Inown faet, as you probably know, that Europsan medical standarde are
in no way oomparable to owrs, No attempt is being made to demand that
these men be of the ealibwe of Army Profile A, but I believe it is im~

portant that we do not find ourselves saddled with men who are sither

whownsuretie, sotively syphilitie with possible CNS Lues or actively

,tﬁﬁeraalar, because these men are liable at any moment to present severe

seourity problems and subsequently dicposal problems, These theories
have been discussed with members of the BOFIEND progm and thay fesl

‘that this reasoning ls Justified,

Another very important element in the program has been the tremend-

ously poor aalibre of the teeth of the men involved, This has necempit-

tated a plan of ¢ ration with the U.5, Army dispensary at Garmiseh
vore these men ure treated for their demtal trobles, The officer in
charge of the dental dispensary has been informed that this work is to
be done, no records are to be kept and no questions are to be asked and
any diffieulty 43 to be referred to me in my capacity as a medieal
officer on the ataff of the Surgeon Ceneral, As stated previously,
these men are now being soreened and this is aacmplishsd at the
Gereral Hospital under very secure means, The last gr vas soreansd

with Xwrays and blood tests in addition to the routine joals between

the hours of 5100 and7300 AM,

Added support has been given to the BGFIEND program in the form
of modieal kits which were made up from items prooursed on the open and
black markets, These kits are completely sterile from a security stand.
point, So far we have prepared approximately 25 such kits for incluslon
in their operations, The future of the FIEND program as far as medical
support 1s concerned will, of course, depend to s large measure upen the
installation of or arrangemente for a move effective medisal sereening
program before these men are brought into Germany, This will be dis-
cussed further in the comprehenaive report to follow,
