4. After we delivered Apple to the LCFlake service at the
forward staging area, the team picked up a guide in addition to (3).
The second guide, (0, was once rejected by BGFiend because of a spot
on his lung. He was recruited for the mission by (3) who did not want
to return to LCFlake alone after comaeting his guiding function.

5. To prevent future difficulty with Yarboroueh men physically
unfit for operations, we should insist on physical examinations for all
his agents prior to their departure from BGBrawl.
