CHINA;, OGATA WISHES TO ASSURE U.S. OFFICIALS THAT NO CHANGE IS
CONTEQPLATED IN JAPANESE FOREIGN POLICY, WHICH WILL CONTINUE TO
BE BASED ON POLICY OF CONTINUING CLOSE COOPERATION WITH UoSo, GREAT
BRITAIN AND OTHER FREE NATIONS.
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
